Resolution 2001-73
Consideration Of A Revised Solid Waste Facility Permit For The Niland Solid Waste Site, Imperial County

WHEREAS,  Imperial County Department of Public Works operates the Niland Solid Waste Site, located off of Cuff Road, approximately 3 miles northeast of the community of Niland; and

WHEREAS,  the Imperial County Public Health Services, Division of Environmental Health Services acting as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the Board for its review and concurrence with, or objection to, a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit for the Niland Solid Waste Site; and

WHEREAS,  the proposed permit is to allow the following: an increase in maximum daily tonnage from 5 tons per day to an average of 13 tons per day with a daily peak of 55 tons per day, a reduction in the disposal footprint from 100 acres to 13.9 acres, change permitted hours from 24 hours a day, seven days a week to Thursday and Saturday from 8 AM –4 PM (upon 10-days advance notification and approval by the LEA, the current operational days may be adjusted to an alternate two days), a change in closure date from 2014 to November 2008 with waste diversion from Palo Verde Solid Waste Site (estimated closure date will change to December 2003 with additional waste diversion from Brawley Solid Waste Site), additional waste type of dead fish (according to the provisions in the Joint Technical Document, dated June 2000; revised January 2001); and 

WHEREAS,  the County of Imperial Planning Department acting as the Lead Agency, as required by California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) prepared a Negative Declaration (ND), State Clearinghouse #2000111030 for the proposed project; and

WHEREAS,  the Imperial County Planning Commission adopted the ND on January 5, 2000; and

WHEREAS,  upon receipt of the proposed permit and application package, Board staff evaluated the proposed permit and application package for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that the proposed permit is in compliance with the CEQA; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that proposed permit is consistent with the Imperial County’s Siting Element (SE) and thus, in conformance with Public Resource Code (PRC) section 50001; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that all state and local requirements for the proposed permit have been met, including consistency with Board standards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurs with the issuance of the Solid Waste Facility Permit No. 13-AA-0009.
