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CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Resolution 2001-76 (Revised)
Consideration Of Approval Of Scope Of Work For Survey Report For Mine Reclamation Sites Contract (FY 2000/2001 Contract Concept Number 5)

WHEREAS,  on November 1994 the Board adopted the tier permitting regulations. These regulations set a tiered permitting structure for all solid waste operations in which the level of regulation oversight is commensurate with the potential impacts that a particular type of operation or facility might pose to public health, safety, and the environment; and

WHEREAS,  during the development of tiered permitting regulations for construction and demolition (C&D) and inert debris activities, it became apparent that many mine reclamation sites accept C&D/inert debris as backfill; and 

WHEREAS,  the Board raised concerns regarding the public health, safety, and environmental impacts associated with disposing of C&D/inert debris in mine reclamation sites; and
WHEREAS,  the Board identified C&D/inert debris as a priority material, and recognizing that its management is essential to the State in meeting it’s 50 percent diversion requirement; and

WHEREAS,  there is limited information available on the ultimate disposition of C&D/inert debris; and

WHEREAS,  the public health, safety and environmental impacts associated with the disposal of C&D/inert debris is uncertain, and the total quantity of these wastes that have final disposition in mine reclamation sites is unknown at this time; and

WHEREAS,  information is needed to identify those gaps and potential duplication with local lead agencies charged with the responsibility to oversee reclamation activities; and

WHEREAS,  information regarding the types of surface mine sites, the number of these sites, their current mining status and their potential use of C&D/inert debris will aid in the Board’s effort to understand the extent of possible gaps, overlap, and duplication; and

WHEREAS,  SB 515 (Chesbro) stipulates that mine reclamation sites accepting only rock, concrete, brick, sand, soil and cured asphalt are not subject to the Integrated Waste Management fee and sunsets on January 1, 2002; and

WHEREAS,  this contract will implement the development of a survey report which will analyze the data collected by Board staff and students on the use and disposal of C&D/inert debris at mine reclamation sites; and

WHEREAS,  this information and its analysis is necessary for the Board to determine the level of regulatory oversight and amount of resources needed to address the use, disposal or placement of C&D in mine reclamation sites as soon as possible; and

WHEREAS,  in September 2000, the Board approved Contract Concept Number 5 to provide $50,000 for a Survey Report of Mine Reclamation Sites.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the amended Scope of Work to implement the Survey Report of Mine Reclamation Sites Contract.
