Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Adequacy Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The City Of Los Angeles, Los Angeles County

I. SUMMARY 

The City of Los Angeles (City) has amended its Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by identifying and describing the City of Los Angeles Recycling and Transfer Station and American Waste Industries Transfer Station, both are proposed facilities.  Once received by the Local Enforcement Agency, the Permits and Enforcement Division will be presenting an agenda item for the proposed permits for  these facilities in the future.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Board staff recommends that the City’s amended NDFE be approved as the City has adequately addressed all requirements for amending a NDFE.

ANALYSIS 
Background
The City has amended its NDFE by adding two nondisposal facilities, as noted below.  

1.  Facility type/location:  The City has amended its NDFE to identify and describe the City of Los Angeles Recycling and Transfer Station, located at 6000 West Jefferson Boulevard.  The facility is a transfer station that will except refuse and source separated recyclables and yard trimmings. 

Facility capacity:  The facility will be designed to handle 1,800 tons per day. 

Anticipated diversion rate:  Material will be source separated before delivery to the facility.  Additional separation at the facility will be less than 5 percent.  The City of Los Angeles anticipates the diversion rate for all material delivered to the facility to exceed 50 percent.  

Participating jurisdictions:  The facility will serve the City of Los Angeles.

2.  Name/location of facility:  The City has amended its NDFE to include American Waste Industries Transfer Station, located at 9033 Norris Avenue in Sun Valley (City of Los Angeles).

Participating jurisdictions:  The facility will serve the City of Los Angeles and possibly some unincorporated areas in north San Fernando Valley.

Facility capacity:  The facility will be designed to handle 1,500 tons per day.
