Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Change The Base Year To 1999 For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element For The City Of Sand City, Monterey County

I.
SUMMARY
The City of Sand City (City) has requested to change its base year to 1999.  With the new base year, the City's diversion rate would be 50 percent for 1999. 

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION

The Board approved the City’s SRRE and HHWE on February 27, 1996.

OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
The Board may:

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff has determined that the method used to establish the new base year has been adequately documented, and is generally consistent with previous Board standards for accuracy.  Therefore, staff recommends that the request to change the base year be approved. 

V. ANALYSIS

Background

The City is a very small, urban community located on the Central Coast. It encompasses approximately 2.1 square miles. The County is a community of approximately 190 people (1999). Pounds per person per day is 3.7. The City is centrally located between Marina, Monterey, Del Rey Oaks and Seaside and is host to the only two major retail shopping centers on the Peninsula (the next one is approximately 45 minutes away in San Jose), and is frequently visited by residents in the surrounding areas. The diversion generated from the two more retail shopping centers were not documented in the original base year. Since the City’s waste stream consists of approximately 2 percent residential waste and 98 percent non-residential waste, it is crucial that the base year reflects the major diversion activities generated in the commercial sector. 

Base-Year Change

The City has requested to change its base year from 1990 to 1999.  In March 1997, the Board approved methods for jurisdictions to use to increase the accuracy of their base-year generation data.  One of the approved methods allows a jurisdiction to establish a more current base year.  

To estimate the waste generation in 1999, the City used disposal data from the Board’s Disposal Reporting System, and collected diversion information from the following activities: the City’s residential contract hauler collection, materials from the Monterey Regional Waste Management Districts’ materials recovery facility, residential curbside & drop-off, government recycling programs, business waste reduction, rendering at Salinas Tallow, and processing of commercial sector recyclable materials. The City  considers the 1999 data to be more accurate, and are the best available data.  With this new base year, the City’s 1999 diversion rate is 50 percent.  Attachment 1 is the affadavit submitted by the City that provides additional details to support the requested new base year. Attachment 2 is the complete program listing for the City. Board staff has determined that the request has been adequately documented, and therefore recommends the request for a new base year be approved.
