II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) concurred in the current permit for the facility on May 11, 1994.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 

Requirements For Concurrence With The Solid Waste Facilities Permit: Pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur in or object to the issuance of a Solid Waste Facility Permit.  A complete permit package for this facility was received on May 29, 2001, the last day the Board may act on the permit is July 28, 2001.  

The Board may decide to:

1. Concur in the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

2. Object to the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

3. Take no action on the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA.  If the Board chooses this option, the Board shall be deemed to have concurred in the issuance of the proposed permit 60 days after the Board's receipt of the permit.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
At the time the agenda item was written, staff were still analyzing CEQA. Board staff will provide a recommendation at the Board Meeting.  Staff recommends Option 1 and concur with the issuance of the solid waste facilities permit as proposed by the LEA.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background

The transfer station has been operating under a solid waste facility permit in Sebastopol and accepting solid wastes since 1986. Adjacent property and property within a 1,000 foot radius is zoned agricultural/open space.  Current public facility hours are 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM, seven days a week.  

The Proposed project allows for the following updates in the Report of Facility Information:

Design Improvements:

· Two 5,000 gallon water tanks and fire hydrant 

· Two 500 gallon gray water tanks with sump pumps 

· 1,500 square foot roof canopy over bays 2 and 3

Operational changes:

· Replacement of the refuse compactor hydraulic ram

· Updated Refuse Hauling Agreements, Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan, and Household Hazardous Waste Exclusion Program

Key Issues
The proposed permit establishes a “Maximum Permitted Traffic” of 111 total vehicles per day.  All the terms and conditions remain the same.

· That the proposed solid waste facility permit is consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), which was prepared for the project

1. County Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP):
Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 50001 requires any new or expanded nondisposal facility to be identified in the applicable jurisdiction's Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) for that facility to be in conformance with the NDFE.  

The location of this facility is identified in the City's NDFE.  The Office of Local Assistance staff therefore finds that the proposed permit is in conformance with the City’s NDFE.

2. Conformance with State Minimum Standards:

Board staff conducted a pre-permit inspection on May 2, 2001 and found the facility to be in compliance with State Minimum Standards with no violations or areas of concern noted.
3. California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA):
At the time this item was prepared, Board staff had not completed their CEQA analysis of the proposed permit. Staff will complete the analysis and provide the information at the Board meeting.  

The County of Sonoma Public Works Department (Operator) is proposing to revise Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) No. 49-AA-0006 in order to designate the ‘Permitted Traffic Volume’ for the Occidental Transfer Station.   The proposal does not include an increase in the ‘Permitted Tons Per Operating Day’ for the facility.

ERS Staff Recommendation

ERS Staff have determined that the SWFP is conditioned to be consistent with past CEQA documentation specific to the traffic volume and that the proposed throughput is proportionate to the currently permitted daily tonnage per operating day.  Therefore, ERS staff has determined that the past CEQA documentation is adequate for CIWMB purposes in the concurrence if the proposed SWFP for this project, for those project activities which are within this agency’s expertise and/or powers, or which are required to be carried out or approved by the CIWMB.
