Resolution 2001-275 (Revised)
Consideration Of Alternative Daily Cover Tonnages Reported To The CIWMB Disposal Reporting System For Calendar Year 2000 For Scholl Canyon Landfill (SWIS # 19-AA-0012)

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Section 41781.3(a) states “the use of solid waste for beneficial reuse in the construction and operation of a solid waste landfill, including use of alternative daily cover, which reduces or eliminates the amount of solid waste being disposed pursuant to Section 40124, shall constitute diversion through recycling and shall not be considered disposal for the purposes of this division;” and

WHEREAS, Title 27 California Code of Regulations Section 20690 covers the State minimum standards for alternative daily cover (ADC) usage at disposal facilities; and  
WHEREAS, during the reporting year 2000, Scholl Canyon Landfill reported that 54.4% of all waste received for disposal was used as ADC showing a marked increase over the facility’s 1999 ADC percentage; and
WHEREAS, Board staff reviewed the facility’s records and found the increased ADC tonnage for 2000 was due to a reporting error; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board shall direct staff to work with staff from Los Angeles County and Scholl Canyon Landfill to revise and resubmit the year 2000 quarterly disposal reports by October 2001 to correctly represent the amount and types of ADC used at the facility.
