Consideration Of Approval Of Revisions To Position Allocations in the Report: "Five-Year Plan For The Waste Tire Management Progam"

I.
SUMMARY 
Governor Davis signed the State Budget Act (Chapter 106, Statutes2001) on July 26, 2001, authorizing fewer new positions for the expanded waste tire management program than had been requested by the Board in its five-year plan.  Staff is proposing changes to the plan to reflect the approved positions.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
The Board approved the draft report: “Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program” at its March 20-21, 2001 meeting.   

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
1. Approve the revisions to the position allocations in the five-year plan and adopt Resolution Number 2001-347;

2. Direct staff to make further revisions to the five-year plan and return for approval.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends option one.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background
When Governor Davis signed the state budget on July 26, 2001, he revised line item 3910-001-0226, dealing with funding for the Board’s tire program.  His revisions reduced the requested increase in tire program positions from 19 to 9.  (Three limited-term positions were earlier approved for conversion to permanent.)  He also sustained the program funding at the requested level to “provide sufficient resources for contractual services.”

Key Issues

The Board’s five-year plan for management of waste tires needs to be revised to reflect the approved position allocations.  Staff has made the following changes to the five program elements and administrative support:

Enforcement and Regulation





reduce from 9 to 6

Clean-up, Abatement, and Remedial Action



reduce from 2 to 1

Research of Alternatives to Landfill Disposal of Tires

reduce from 3 to 0

Market Development and New Technologies



reduce from 2 to 1

Waste and Used Tire Hauler Program and Manifest System

reduce from 4 to 2

(administrative support for above)




        plus 2

As these revisions merely implement the State Budget Act, no further approvals are needed.
