Consideration Of A Revised Solid Waste Facility Permit For Tehachapi Recyling, Inc., Kern County

WHEREAS,  the County of Kern Environmental Health Services Department, acting as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the Board for its review and concurrence with, or objection to, a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit for Tehachapi Recycling, Inc.; and

WHEREAS,  the Tehachapi Recycling, Inc. has been operating a solid waste facility since 1991 on 416 Dennison Road, in Tehachapi, California; and

WHEREAS,  the proposed permit is to include the calculated operating capacity of the material recovery facility into the permit, to include the design capacities of the greenwaste processing and inert rubble storage areas into the permit, correct the mailing address and operator identification in the permit; and change the permitted hours of operation; and

WHEREAS,  the LEA has certified that the application package is complete and correct; and 

WHEREAS,  Board staff have evaluated the proposed permit for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that all requirements for the proposed permit have been met; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that the proposed permit is consistent with the Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan’s Siting Element; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that the proposed permit is in compliance with CEQA

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurs with the issuance of Solid Waste Facility Permit 15-AA-0106.
