 3 - Incorporate EJ provision into contract documents.

4 - Ensure outreach to diverse groups
	Ongoing as contract concepts are developed and approved, and the contract award process is initiated.
	Program specific EJ criteria will be developed in the future as appropriate, upon direction from the Board.  

Must comply with State Contracting (PCC/DGS/SAM) requirements.

1 – Program will determine if specific contract should be required to meet EJ principles.

2- If 1 above applies then the solicitation package will include EJ self-certification for compliance.

3 – EJ provision will be incorporated into contract boilerplate.

4 – Outreach to diverse groups will be on a contract-by-contract basis as appropriate.

Provide information to jurisdictions about opportunities for source reduction, recycling, and composting related to these waste types and generators, including partnership possibilities; information sharing opportunities.
	Include EJ considerations in workshop “curriculum” (e.g., reminders regarding facility siting); promote Board’s website, information and technical assistance available by Board staff with diverse populations, including community development organizations.
	Workshops are being scheduled to commence in fall and spring for each year commencing with this year.
	Workshops are usually attended by local government representatives, recyclers, businesses, institutional reps interested or working in recycling-related positions; could also invite other groups, like local tribal organizations.
