	NEED – Grant proposal clearly describes and demonstrates the local or statewide need for the project and the benefits and end products resulting from the project.

	OBJECTIVES – Work statement and grant narrative are sufficiently detailed to determine that the project is based on the identified need described in the narrative, describes specific and measurable goals and objectives, and demonstrates that objectives can be achieved within the indicated time frame.

	3.
	METHODOLOGY – Grant proposal describes by task the activities to be undertaken to achieve the objectives.

	EVALUATION – Grant proposal describes a method to evaluate the success of the project and to determine whether objectives were accomplished.

	BUDGET—Grant proposal sufficiently details that proposed expenses are reasonable.  All program elements described in grant application and work statement are itemized in the budget.

	COMPLETENESS – Grant proposal is clearly presented and complete as required in the application instructions, including adherence to all deadlines.  Includes evidence that the applicant or its contractor(s) have sufficient staff resources, technical expertise, and experience successfully managing grant programs to carry out the proposed project.

	EVIDENCE OF A RECYCLED-CONTENT PURCHASING POLICY OR DIRECTIVE - Applicants should demonstrate the purchase of recycled-content products, recycled or reused products, such as purchasing re-refined oil, recycled-content paper, use of rubberized asphalt concrete (RAC), use of compost and mulch, and other “green” products or materials, or engage in other waste reduction activities where appropriate and feasible.  In addition to earning points for implementing a recycled-content purchasing policy or directive, applicants may earn points by checking boxes on a list of commonly purchased recycled-content products and materials.
