Consideration Of The Issuance Of A Revised Major Waste Tire Facility Permit For American Tire Disposal, Inc., San Bernardino County

Proposed Project 

Currently, tire storage at ATD’s Major Waste Tire Facility (MWTF) is limited to one parcel of land consisting of 3.5 acres.  With this permit revision, the operator proposes to revise the Waste Tire Facility Permit to allow the operator to store waste tires on all 5 parcels of land, (total of 26 acres), that are located within their existing permitted boundaries. This proposed change will provide the operator with the flexibility needed to relocate tire storage areas to accommodate operational changes.  Waste tire operations change periodically at the site because the operator is continuously looking for ways to improve tire handling procedures to increase efficiency and accommodate a growing customer need. 

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION   

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) approved the issuance of a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit for this facility at the February 23, 1999, Board Meeting.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD   

Within 180 days of accepting a completed application, the Board must issue or deny the issuance of a Waste Tire Storage Facility Permit, 14 CCR 18425(a).  Since the application for this facility was accepted as complete on July 16, 2001, the last day the Board may act is January 19, 2002. The Board may decide to:

1. Issue the permit

2. Postpone action

3. Deny the permit

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends that the Board adopt Resolution Number 2001-379 (Option No. 1.) approving the issuance of Major Waste Tire Facility Permit No. 36-TI-0708.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background

Board staff received an application from ATD for a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit Revision on April 11, 2001.  (To provide ample time to change the financial assurance mechanism from a trust fund to a performance bond, the operator waived the  Board’s application review period, which requires the Board to accept or reject an application within 30 days of receipt.)  Staff reviewed the application and supporting documentation and determined that the facility’s design and storage procedures meet all applicable requirements. 

Key Issues 

The key issue is a revision of the Major Waste Tire Facility Permit to allow tire storage on all five parcels of land ( 26 acres) located within ATD’s permitted waste tire facility.

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

State Law requires compliance with CEQA either through the preparation, circulation, and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program, or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt from CEQA.

In May of 1997, the City of Colton Community Development Department, Planning Division, prepared a mitigated negative declaration for establishment of the American Tire Disposal facility.  The document analyzed environmental impacts associated with noise, air quality and traffic.  Mitigations include: a) limit the hours of operation to daylight hours and use of noise attenuation devices as required; b) compliance with South Coast Air Quality Management District's requirements; and c) all truck trips are to be limited to the early morning hours.  The negative declaration was adopted and a Notice of Determination was filed August 19, 1997. 

In 1999, The City of Colton Community Development Department, Planning Division, acting as Lead Agency prepared a Negative Declaration (ND) for the proposed project that was not circulated through the State Clearinghouse for state agency review.  However, the document was circulated locally.  The ND included an evaluation of tire shredding, crumb rubber processing, tire sorting, processing, and storage of tires and tire product materials on the remaining four parcels of land.  The ND was approved on June 22, 1999, and a Notice of Determination was filed with the San Bernardino County Clerk on June 23, 1999.

After reviewing the NDs prepared for this waste tire facility, staff has determined that the environmental documentation adequately evaluates and provides mitigation measures for adverse impacts and is appropriate for the Board’s use in considering the proposed permit revision. 

Consistency with State Minimum Standards

Alan Sork, Fire Marshal, City of Colton Fire Department documented approval of the waste tire storage on the 26 acre property in a letter dated April 12, 2001.  Board staff has determined, based on review of the application, supporting documents and the pre-permit inspection conducted on May 31, 2001, that the facility’s design and operation are consistent with the applicable waste tire storage standards. 

Financial Assurances

Staff has evaluated the financial assurance mechanisms established for American Tire Disposal, Inc., submitted in support of closure and operating liability coverage, and determined that the Performance Bond provided meets the requirements of Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 6, Article 9, section 18475. In addition, the Certificate of Liability Insurance meets the requirements of 14, CCR, 18491.
