Consideration Of The Issuance Of A Revised Major Waste Tire Facility Permit For Lakin Tire West, Inc., Los Angeles County

Proposed Project

Lakin Tire West, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as Lakin Tire) has been processing used tires, generated by national retailers, in California since the early 1970s.  Tires are trucked to Lakin Tire, 15305 Spring Avenue, Santa Fe Springs, California, where they are sorted and separated to be resold as used tires or retreadable casings.  Junk tires are shredded daily and delivered to a variety of facility types including landfills, cement kilns, crumb rubber processors,  and cogeneration plants.

The proposed permit revision will reduce the maximum waste tire storage limit in the Major Waste Tire Facility Permit from 200,000 to 130,000 waste tires. All other permit conditions are 

to remain the same.  Lakin Tire has determined that the tire storage limit of 130,000 tires will be sufficient to meet their operational needs.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION
The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) approved the issuance of a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit for this facility at the February 23, 2000, Board Meeting.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD   

Within 180 days of accepting a completed application, the Board must issue or deny the issuance of a Waste Tire Storage Facility Permit, 14 CCR 18425(a).  Since the application for this facility was accepted as complete on July 17, 2001, the last day the Board may act is January 13, 2002.  The Board may decide to:

1. Issue the permit

2. Postpone action

3. Deny the permit

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the Board adopt Resolution Number 2001-380 (Option No. 1) approving the issuance of Major Waste Tire Facility Permit No. 19-TI-1077.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background: 

Board staff received an application from Lakin Tire for a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit revision on June 20, 2001.  Staff reviewed the application and supporting documentation and determined that the application package submitted meets all the applicable requirements.

Key Issues

The key issue is a revision of the Major Waste Tire Facility Permit to reflect a reduction in the maximum tire storage limit (from 200,000 to 130,000 waste tires). The cost estimate supporting facility closure has been adjusted to coincide with the new storage limit.

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

State law requires compliance with CEQA either through the preparation, circulation, and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program, or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt from CEQA.

The City of Santa Fe Springs, acting as Lead Agency for CEQA, prepared an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) SCH# 93061018 for the City’s General Plan Update. The subject property is located in an area designated as M-2 – Heavy Manufacturing.  Potential environmental impacts associated with a variety of industrial uses were analyzed in the EIR.  The General Plan Update was approved and the EIR was certified by the City of Santa Fe Springs on October 13, 1994, and a Notice of Determination was filed with the Los Angeles County Clerk on November 10, 1994.

Prior to the issuance of the of the existing permit, Board staff completed a review of the above mentioned EIR and determined that impacts associated with waste tire storage had been adequately addressed. Since this permit revision will reduce the number of waste tires authorized to be stored at this facility, staff has determined that this revision poses no new or additional environmental impacts and that the existing environmental analysis is adequate for the proposed change.

Consistency with State Minimum Standards & Local Requirements

Tire storage and building design was approved by the Santa Fe Springs Fire Department, in a letter dated December 28, 1999.  The building design meets the Uniform Fire Code and National Fire Protection Association standards, 231D. 

Board staff has determined, based on review of the application and the pre-permit inspection of July 3, 2001 that the facility’s design and operation are consistent with the applicable waste tire storage standards. 

Financial Assurance and Operating Liability

As part of the application package, the operator submitted financial assurance mechanisms for closure and operating liability for Lakin Tire’s Major Waste Tire Facility located at 15305 Spring Avenue, Santa Fe Springs.  Staff has determined that the Trust Fund (which is fully funded) meets the requirements of Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR) Division 7, Chapter 6, Article 9, section 18474.
