	12.  Legal Description of Facility:


Township 1 South, Range 6 West, Section 16 San Bernardino Baseline and Meridian.

	13. Findings:



	a. This permit is consistent with the San Bernardino  County Integrated Waste Management Plan, which was approved by the CIWMB on November 19, 1997.  The location of the facility is identified in the Nondisposal Facility Element, pursuant to Public Resources Code (PRC), Section 50001(a).
b. This permit is consistent with the standards adopted by the CIWMB, pursuant to PRC 44010.
c. The LEA has determined that the design and operation of the facility is in compliance with State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal, based on a review of the July 2001 Transfer/Processing Report and the August 2001 monthly Facility Inspection.
d. The San Bernardino County Fire Department/ Fire Warden Department has determined that the facility is in conformance with applicable fire standards, pursuant to PRC,  44151.
e. The LEA certifies that pursuant to Title 27 CCR §21650 (f)(7) that the proposed permit is consistent with and is supported by existing CEQA analysis.  A Notice of Determination (NOD – SCH# 92052019) for this facility was filed with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Bernardino on November 23, 1993, and filed with the State Office of Planning and Research (OPR) on November 29, 1993.


	
	

	14.  Prohibitions:
The permittee is prohibited from accepting any non-hazardous waste requiring special handling, radioactive, medical (as defined in Chapter 6.1, Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code), liquid, designated, or hazardous waste (except for the temporary storage of hazardous waste inadvertently delivered and detected in the hazardous waste screening/ exclusion program), in accordance with all applicable permits, regulations and statutes for temporary storage.  The permittee is additionally prohibited from accepting for transport to a disposal facility: asbestos (friable or nonfriable), whole tires (except in accordance with 14 CCR §17355), metallic discards (except in accordance with PRC §42160 et seq.); and from allowing any open burning or scavenging.

	17.  Enforcement Agency (EA) Conditions:

a. The operator shall comply with all applicable State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as specified in Title 14 California Code of Regulations (CCR).  This facility shall not operate without possessing the required solid waste permit and approvals.  The site shall be inspected by the operator at least once each day of operation to ensure that these standards are met.
b. Nothing in this permit prevents the operator from complying with all federal, state, and local requirements and enactments including all mitigation and monitoring measures developed in accordance with any certified environmental document filed pursuant to Public Resources Code Section (PRC) § 21081.6, and all administrative/enforcement orders of all regulatory agencies with jurisdiction at this facility. 
c. The operator shall notify the LEA in writing with proposed amendments to the current T/PR at least one hundred fifty (150) days in advance of proposed significant changes in the design/operation of the facility (as determined by the LEA).  Such notification shall include changes (including new additions) of:  Processing/composting/materials recovery facility (MRF)/transfer station and/or transformation facility, changes in permitted days of operation, permitted tons/day per category, permitted traffic volumes/day per category, permitted total area  which may be later proposed for this facility.  Additional information concerning the design/operation of this facility shall be furnished upon request to CIWMB/LEA regulatory personnel.
d. The operator shall maintain a copy of this Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) at the facility or at a location readily accessible to facility personnel, LEA and CIWMB staff.
e. The operator shall maintain, at an approved location, accurate records of the daily tonnages and daily vehicle counts.  Such records shall be readily accessible to the LEA.  A written summary of the daily tonnages and daily vehicle counts shall be furnished quarterly to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.
f. The operator shall maintain at an approved location, all written complaints concerning issues at the facility that fall within the jurisdiction of the LEA.  A written summary of these complaints, and the operator's responses/ corrective actions taken, shall be furnished quarterly to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter. 
g. The operator shall maintain, at an approved location, a log of special/ unusual occurrences (S/U O). The log shall include, but not be limited to: fires, explosions, discharges of unusual wastes, significant incidents of personal injury, accidents and/or property damage.  Each log entry shall be accompanied by a summary of the responses/ corrective actions taken by the operator to mitigate any negative impacts of each occurrence.  Days without incidents of S/U O shall be noted with an appropriate negative entry for such days such as: “No S/U O today”.  The operator shall maintain this log at an approved location, in a manner readily accessible to facility personnel and to the LEA.  A written summary of the log entries during a quarter shall be furnished to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.
h. This facility is permitted to accept a maximum tonnage of 5,000 tons/day.  This maximum may be exceeded only on occasional advertised “Community Clean-Up” or “County Free Dump” days. All such occurrences, including the estimated tonnage received, should be noted in the Special Occurrence Log for this facility.
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
