Then on 4/4/01, the LEA issued a new Compliance Schedule.  The operator failed to comply with the first scheduled date of 5/4/01, which directed the operator to submit updated information in the Preliminary Closure Plan relative to Phase IV.  Consequently, the LEA issued a Notice & Order on July 30, 2001.  In part, the N&O directs the operator to submit a complete and accurate Report of Disposal Site Information with an application for revision of the permit by 10/10/01.

Comments:  A compliance agreement was issued by the LEA on 12/28/00.  The schedule required new extraction wells to be connected to the existing gas control system by 5/25/01 and compliance with the explosive gas standard by 8/1/01.  The operator had fallen behind in meeting the compliance schedule prompting the LEA to draft a letter dated April 5, 2001 directing the operator to avoid further delay in selecting a contractor for the system upgrades, or further enforcement action would be taken.  Since then the operator hired a contractor and on September 4, 2001 submitted a proposed work plan which assesses the site conditions preventing compliance and proposes mitigations that will reduce gas concentrations at monitoring well GP-2, along with a drilling application.  The workplan includes adjusted compliance dates commiting to construction of the new wells by September 31, 2001 and the first monitoring report to the LEA by October 12, 2001.  The LEA has stated further enforcement actions will follow should the monitoring still show methane levels in violation.

Comments: 

The LEA held an office hearing with the operator on March 15, 2001 at which time it was agreed that the probe placement proposal should be sent to the South Coast Air Quality  Management District for approval and that the probes should not be installed until both the LEA and the SCAQMD approved their placement.  The LEA also requested additional information about the maintenance and monitoring of the probes once they are installed.  The SCAQMD and the LEA approved the probe placement in July 2001.  In a phone conversation on September 5, 2001 and in a subsequent e-mail dated September 18, 2001, the operator has committed to having the probes installed within 30 days.  The LEA will send a compliance schedule to the operator requiring the probes to be installed by October 18, 2001

A revised Notice & Order was amended on 8/30/01 to allow the operator an additional 30 days from the receipt of the N&O.

Comments:  The operator had installed an additional flare during March/April and has since been attempting to reduce exceedances of gas at perimeter probes. LEA inspection reports indicate much progress has been made however, explosive gas at two probes remains above the LEL.  One of these probes may be impacted by gas from an adjacent disposal site.  On 8/21/01 the operator requested the LEA extend the compliance date by an additional 30 days.  The LEA issued a Notice and Order on 8/30/01, which became effective 9/5/01, which continues a compliance date 30 days from receipt, or 10/5/01.

Subsequent to an October 2000 inspection the LEA issued a Notice and Stipulated Order of Compliance on November 14, 2000.  The specified action required the operator to complete the grading of surfaces over the fill areas that promotes lateral runoff of precipitation and to prevent “ponding” on or before December 31, 2004 and develop a “corrective work plan” to be approved by the LEA.  The order was issued for Grading of Fill Surfaces only because according to the LEA’s inspection the previous violations had been corrected.  Staff communicated their concern to the LEA regarding the extended length of the Stipulated Notice and Order.

Status of Enforcement Order as of Mar. 12, 2001:  Enforcement order is extended with an acceptable amended correction plan.  The LEA has accepted a new corrective action plan and schedule to amend the 1997 Notice and Order.  See below for comments. 

    
 

Comments: The violation was first noted on a 10/25/95 LEA inspection report.  The Operator complied with original 1999 Notice and Order to install extraction wells but 2 probes still exceed 5% methane.  The operator installed additional extraction wells by 9/21/99, however, the methane has not come down below regulatory levels.  The operator requested a waiver for this standard when the LEA required an amended corrective action plan.  The LEA has denied this request on August 3, 2000.  In the denial letter to the operator, the LEA has directed the operator to install additional gas control systems or explore an increase of the permitted boundary to correct the gas violation.  On Jan. 12, 2000 the LEA issued an order to submit a revised correction plan by Mar. 15, 2001.  The proposed correction plan amendment was received on Jan. 31, 2001 and was incorporated on Mar. 8, 2001 into the original stipulated Notice and Order issued in 1997.

The Notice & Order issued March 2000 was complied with.  The LEA issued a new Notice and Order since the facility is still in violation of the gas standard.  The May Notice & Order requires the operator to install a gas extraction system and reduce the landfill gas below 5% by volume at the property boundary by February 2002.
Comments: A consultant was hired on June 29, 2001 and they are in the process of submitting plans for the installation of a gas extraction system.  On July 18, 2001 the JPA received a no interest loan to finance the beginning of the installation of the system.

Comments:  The operator complied with the LEA’s Notice and Order, in January 2001, by installing and testing a gas extraction system.  However, the lower explosive limit (LEL) is still above five percent at one of the 13 wells on the landfill boundary.  According to the operator the one remaining well that is above the LEL is in porous substrate adjacent to a riverbed.  There are no sensitive receptors within the area.  LEA has met with the operator and discussed the progress being made with the extraction system.  The LEA is going to issue another N&O with a timeframe for getting the violation resolved and requiring the operator to submit progress reports.  The LEA will continue to issue a violation for 20919.5 Explosive Gas Control until such time as the LEL is below five percent.

*On September 28, 2000 the LEA developed a compliance schedule which required the operator to come into compliance by January 2002.





Currently, CIWMB closure staff are actively involved in the plans for remediation of the side slopes of the facility along the New River.  The Board approved funding for the project  in January 2001.  The LEA is completing CEQA for the rest of the site relative to slope height and alternative cover.  If full compliance is not achieved by the deadline, the LEA will take additional and appropriate action.
