the School Instructional Gardens Program includes but is not limited to producing compost from school cafeteria food waste and other organic materials, using composting or vermicomposting in the garden, and/or incorporating recycled content products in the garden; and

WHEREAS,
the School Instructional Gardens Program incorporates integrated waste management concepts and resources at regional teacher training workshops around the state utilizing CIWMB curriculum materials; and
WHEREAS,
the School Instructional Gardens Program provides a unique opportunity for the Board to address the priority area of organics in combination with increasing recycling content product procurement and waste diversion activities at the school sites; and

WHEREAS, the California Department of Education, in conjunction with the Board, is uniquely positioned to administer School Instructional Gardens Program grants, and develop and present workshops for the grantees, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the Scope of Work for the School Instructional Gardens Program Contract for Fiscal Year 2001/2002 and directs the Executive Director to enter into the Interagency Agreement between the Department of Education and the Board.
