The Political Reform Act requires every state agency to review its Conflict of Interest Code every two years and revise it as necessary; and,

WHEREAS, 
Proposed revisions to the Conflict of Interest Code were noticed for a 45-day comment period which ended on March 29, 2002. None of the comments received requested changes to the proposed revisions to the Conflict of Interest Code which would require an additional 15-day comment period; and,

WHEREAS,
The Board has complied with the applicable requirements for revising a Conflict of Interest Code which are set forth in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section 18750.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the Board adopts the proposed revisions to its Conflict of Interest Code and directs staff to submit it to the Fair Political Practices Commission for review and approval.
