Consideration Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The City Of San Leandro, Alameda County

I.
SUMMARY

The City of San Leandro (City) has amended its Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by identifying and describing the Smurfit-Stone Recycling Company, an existing facility, the Davis Street Station for Material Recycling and Transfer, an existing transfer station facility, and Alameda County Industries, an existing transfer station facility.

Upon review of the City’s planning documents as part of the five year review process, the determination was made that these existing facilities were utilized by the city, but were not identified in the city’s NDFE.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Board staff recommends that the City’s amended NDFE be approved as the City has adequately addressed all requirements for amending a NDFE.

V. ANALYSIS

Background 

The City has amended its NDFE by adding three nondisposal facilities, as noted below.  

1. Facility type/location:  The City has amended its NDFE to identify and describe the Davis Street Station for Material Recycling and Transfer (SMaRT) located at 2615 Davis Street in the City of San Leandro.  The facility is a transfer station for municipal solid waste and processing facility for various recyclables received from businesses, curbside programs, and the drop-off and buy-back center.  A new Construction and Demolition Debris MRF is under construction and is expected to process approximately 1000 tons per day.  The SMaRT is assigned the Solid Waste Information System (SWIS) facility number 01-AA-0007. 

Facility capacity:  The maximum capacity at the facility is not to exceed 5,600 tons per day based on the 1998 Land use permit  

Anticipated diversion rate:  The facility has a diversion rate of approximately 25 percent.

Participating jurisdictions:  The facility serves the cities of Albany, Castro Valley, Oakland, Oro Loma, Piedmont, Livermore, Dublin, San Ramon, Newark, Walnut Creek, Danville, Lafayette, Diablo, Moraga, Orinda, Alamo, Unincorporated Walnut Creek, Pleasant Hill, and Pleasanton.
2. Facility type/location:  The City has amended its NDFE to identify and describe Alameda County Industries (ACI), located at 610 Aladdin Avenue in the City of San Leandro.  The facility is a processing facility for various recyclables collected from local businesses and curbside programs.  There is also a buy-back program for cardboard.  Starting in 2002, food waste will be accepted, but only from the city of San Leandro.  Beginning in 2002, ACI will start the direct transfer of municipal solid waste.  ACI is assigned the Solid Waste Information System (SWIS) facility number 01-AA-0290. 

Facility capacity:  The maximum capacity is not to exceed 150 tons per day based on the Land use permit.  

Anticipated diversion rate:  The facility has a diversion rate of approximately 32 percent.

Participating jurisdictions:  The facility serves the cities of Alameda, Brentwood, Castro Valley, Green Valley, Hayward, San Leandro, and San Jose.

3. Facility type/location:  The City has amended its NDFE to identify and describe the Smurfit-Stone Recycling Company, located at 800 77th Avenue in the City of Oakland.  The facility is a material recovery facility, which processes glass, metal, plastic and paper.  Smurfit-Stone Recycling Company is a non-permitted MRF that began operations at this site in 1997.

Material Types Diverted:  Smurfit-Stone diverts cardboard, paper, glass, metal, and plastics. Smurfit-Stone also processes paper transferred from the Davis Street SMaRT.

Estimated Amount of Waste Sent to the Facility:  Waste Management of Alameda County sends approximately 500 tons of paper per year to the Smurfit-Stone Recycling Company.
