Consideration Of Scope Of Work For The 5th Ciwmb Tire Management And Recycling Conference Contract (Tire Recycling Management Fund FY 2001/2002)

SUMMARY

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background
The purpose of the proposed contract is for the contractor and partners to plan, together with Board staff, the 5th CIWMB Tire Management and Recycling Conference.  The purpose of the conference is to promote alternatives to landfill disposal of used and waste tires, to increase awareness of the Board’s enforcement policies, and to provide a forum for the interactive discussion of solutions to the waste tire problem. 

Key Issues
The 5th CIWMB Tire Management and Recycling Conference is proposed to be a 2 ½ day conference held in the Northern California region in Fall 2003.  Staff estimates approximately 300 registrants will participate in this conference.  There will be approximately 25 speakers and 20 exhibits.  The target audience will be waste tire generators, tire recyclers, tire recycling researchers, local government representatives, the Board, and CIWMB staff.  The focus of the conference will be the implementation of SB 876 goals of developing markets and new technologies, reducing illegal disposal of waste tires, and remediating illegal tire sites.
