A total of 100 points are possible, with a minimum score of 50 points required for the proposed grant to be considered eligible for funding.

	GRANT NARRATIVE EVALUATION

Each grant application shall include a description of the following: (1) the need and overall objective of the project(s), (2) innovative programs within the jurisdiction to discourage illegal dumping, (3) any other funds available to cleanup the site(s), (4) any funds used in the past to remediate problems at the site(s), (5) the proposed method to evaluate the success of the project, and (6) previous experience remediating similar sites [14 CCR 17993.3(a)(3)] or, in the case of reimbursement, a description of the following: (1) the initial need and overall objective of the project(s) at the time it was remediated, (2) innovative programs within the jurisdiction to discourage illegal dumping, (3) any other funds available to reimburse costs previously incurred to cleanup the site(s), (4) any funds used in the past to remediate problems at the site(s), and (5) the success of the project [14 CCR 17993.3(b)(1)].

	NEED - The grant proposal clearly describes the following:

A. Demonstrates the need for the project [14 CCR 17993.5(a)];

B. The degree of threat to public health and safety, environmental concerns and/or public nuisance presented by the illegal dumping described in the application [14 CCR 17993.5(i)];

C. The availability, or lack thereof, of other funding to remediate the site(s) [14 CCR 17993.5(m)]; and

D. The quality, cost-effectiveness and innovation of the agency’s programs designed to discourage illegal waste disposal and to encourage the proper waste disposal in permitted solid waste disposal facilities [14 CCR 17993.5(h)].

	OBJECTIVES - The grant narrative is sufficiently detailed to determine the following:
A. Specific and measurable goals and objectives [14 CCR 17993.5(b)]; and

B. The environmental soundness and practicality of the proposal [14 CCR 17993.5(j)].

	EVALUATION - The grant proposal describes a method to evaluate the success of the project(s) and determine whether the objectives were accomplished by including the following:

A. A description of the methods to evaluate the success of the project and determine whether objectives were accomplished (e.g., the remediation of illegally dumped solid waste and elimination of attractive nuisances abating potential threats to the public health and safety and the environment) [14 CCR 17993.5(d)];

B. Proposal states who will be responsible for the Evaluation; and

C. Describes evaluation reports, including photographs, to be produced.

	WORK PLAN EVALUATION

Each grant application shall include a Work Plan describing the proposed tasks needed to remediate each site, including recycling activities, and an implementation schedule for the proposed tasks [14 CCR 17993.3(a)(9)] or, in the case of reimbursement, a description of the tasks taken to remediate the site, including the total amount of material removed, types and quantities of waste disposed and recycled, disposal, recycling, and photographs of the project [14 CCR 17993.3(b)(3)].

	METHODOLOGY - The Work Plan describes by task the activities to be undertaken to achieve the objectives by including the following:

A. Descriptions by task of the activities to be undertaken to achieve the objectives [14 CCR 17993.5(c)];

B. Presents a complete and clear proposal setting forth deadlines and evidence that applicant or its contractor have sufficient staff resources, technical expertise, and experience managing grant programs [14 CCR 17993.5(g)];

C. The quality and maximization of the recycling component of the proposal; and

D. The proposal addresses ability of the applicant to coordinate contracted activities, if applicable.

	BUDGET

Each grant application shall include a cost estimate for each site which provides a task description, staffing information, duration of each task, a per hour cost of each cost as well as the total cost for the project [14 CCR 17993.3(a)(10)] or, in the case of reimbursement, the cost and receipts associated with each task in remediating the site, including costs associated with disposal, recycling, equipment and labor [14 CCR 17993.3(b)(3)].

	BUDGET - The proposed budget shall be evaluated based on the following:

A. Demonstration that the project is cost effective [14 CCR 17993.5(e)] and maximizes the use of available funds [14 CCR 17993.5(k)] through cost savings, such as use of volunteer labor, in-kind services, and recycling options;

B. Detail that expenses are reasonable with all work plan tasks itemized in the budget [14 CCR 17993.5(f)]; and

C. The local agency's ability to adequately remediate the site with available funds [14 CCR 17993.5(l)].

	COMPLETENESS, LETTERS OF SUPPORT, EXPERIENCE, ETC.

A. Grant proposal is clearly presented and completed as required in the application instructions; and

B. The proposal describes past grants received from Board.

	EVIDENCE OF A RECYCLED-CONTENT PURCHASING POLICY OR DIRECTIVE - Evidence of a green procurement policy in place or to be adopted during the application period requiring the grantee to use recycled content products, recycled or reusable products, or engage in other waste reduction activities where appropriate and feasible [14 CCR 17993.5(n)].
