Consideration Of Grant Award To The California Youth Authority For Recycled Rubber Products (Fiscal Year 2002/2003 Tire Recycling Management Fund) 

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

This agenda item presents the proposed grant award to the California Youth Authority (Youth Authority) for incorporation of recycled-content California tire derived products into multiple institutions throughout the State of California. The proposed grant amount is $150,000.

II.
ITEM HISTORY

At the March 2001 California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) meeting the Board adopted Resolution 2001-80, Consideration of Approval of Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program (Five-Year Plan), required by Senate Bill 876 (Escutia, Chapter 838, Statutes of 2000) (California Waste Tire Recycling Enhancement Act), which approved a current year allocation of $400,000 from the Tire Recycling Management Fund (Tire Fund) to assist in the development of markets and new technologies for California used and waste tires through the Sustainable Building Program. 

There has been no previous Board action on this item.

Staff recommends that the Board approve Option 1, and adopt Resolution 2003-272.

V.
ANALYSIS

A.
Key Issues and Findings

The purpose of this grant is to advance the use of California waste and used tires in sustainable building projects. The use of these grant funds at various youth correctional facilities throughout the State will provide an opportunity to develop markets for waste tires while advancing the use and acceptance of recycled-content, California tire-derived products. The Youth Authority will be incorporating rubberized flooring and matting into their projects at five (5) facilities throughout the State. If approved for funding, the Youth Authority as Grantee (Grantee), will be required to submit design and product specifications to Board staff for approval before the purchase of the product(s). The specifications will be included on the Board’s Green Building Web site for future reference by others. In addition, the Grantee will be required to provide the Board with documentation on the product installation and performance and on public outreach efforts regarding the projects. The Grantee will also be required to include digital photographs of the installed products. 

If the installation and products meet the high expectations of the Grantee, the Grantee  intends to develop an article for a California Department of Corrections (CDC) publication and a correctional institution publication to promote the use of these rubberized products in the numerous institutions throughout California and nationwide. Board staff believes that this will further the marketability of rubberized products, as well as open up other options for institutional use both inside and outside the State of California. 

B.
Environmental Issues

The successful completion of this grant will further the market development of California waste tires thereby diverting waste and used tires from landfills and helping to prevent the illegal dumping of tires. 

C.
Program/Long Term Impacts

Staff believes that providing sustainable building funding to multiple Youth Authority facilities throughout the State will serve to further the Board’s mission in promoting market development and resource conservation.

The impact that this funding opportunity will have on other Board programs is positive. Because the funding source is from the Tire Fund, the successful completion of this grant will further the market development of California waste tires that will help keep tires out of landfills and help prevent illegal dumping. This is a long-term benefit not only for the Board, California, and its environment, but for the nation as well. 

D.
Stakeholder Impacts

Industries involved in California waste and used tire markets will directly benefit from the California Youth Authority’s promotion of these products.  

E.
Fiscal Impacts

1. Senate Bill 876 (Escutia, Chapter 838, Statutes of 2000) (California Waste Tire Recycling Enhancement Act) authorities the funding of market development of recycled-content California tire derived products.

2. The proposed award would be allocated from the FY 2002/2003 Tire Fund, and would be expended by May 15, 2005.

3. The amount proposed to fund this item is $150,000.

4. The Sustainable Building Program was allocated $400,000 this FY from the Tire Fund. To date, the Board has allocated $250,000 for other Green Building Activities, leaving $150,000 available for this project. The  previous funds were awarded to two different entities as follows: $50,000 to augment the Sustainable Building Technical Assistance Contract, and $200,000 to Santa Ana Unified School District on behalf of the Lorin Grist High Performance Demonstration School. If this grant proposal is awarded, it will exhaust the Green Building Activities allocation for the remainder of this fiscal year.  

F.
Legal Issues

Based on available information, staff is not aware of any legal issues related to this item.

G.
Environmental Justice

As Grantee, the California Youth Authority will be required to perform this grant project in a manner consistent with the principles of Environmental Justice as defined in PRC § 72000.

H.
2001 Strategic Plan

This grant proposal supports the Board’s Strategic Plan, under Goal 2; to assist in the creation and expansion of sustainable markets to support diversion efforts and ensure that diverted materials return to the economic mainstream. There are three (3) objectives listed under this goal. The specific objective that this grant proposal addresses is Objective 2; to encourage the use of materials diverted from California landfills and the use of environmentally preferable practices, products, and technologies. Strategy B listed under this objective is to provide financial incentives, including grants, contracts, loans, and tax credits.
