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12. Legal Description of Facility (attach map with RFI): SEE ATTACHMENT ‘A’ - Figures 2, 3,4 (From the Report of Station Information). The site is located on the
North side of Charles Street, 900 feet West of Oakland Road in the City of San Jose, California. The site is comprised of the following Assessors Parcel Numbers (“APN”):
237-06-088 and 237-06-089. The site address is 625 Charles Street, San Jose, California.

13. Findings:
a. The County-wide Integrated Waste Management Plan (dated November, 1995) was approved by the CIWMB on July, 1996 (see Attachment 'B").

b. [PRC §50001. (2)(2), Conformance Finding] This facility is identified in, and is consistent with the County-wide Integrated Solid Waste Management Plan
(CoIWMP) dated November, 1995, adopted by the CTWMB on July, 1996, and as amended on September 29, 1998. (See ATTACHMENT *‘B’;)

c. This permit is consistent with standards adopted by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CTWMB). Public Resources Code, Section 44010.

d. The design and operations of the facility are in compliance with the State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as determined by the City of San
Jose, Local Enforcement Agency.

e. The City of San Jose Fire Department has determined that the facility is in conformance with applicable fire codes and standards; Approval date January 26, 1998.
f.  Environmental determinations (i.e. Notice of Determination) were filed with the State Clearinghouse (SCH # 98041083) and (SCH # 200003205) to identify current and

proposed changes, pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 21081.6. The environmental documents were filed by the City of San Jose Planning Department and
adopted on May 27,1998 and April 11, 2000( See ATTACHMENT ‘C’; Environmental Determination™)

14. Prohibitions:

The permittee is prohibited from accepting commingled Municipal Solid Waste. This prohibition also includes dead animals and medical waste. This section is not intended
to prohibit the acceptance of non-putrescible construction and demolition materials from household sources, as described in CCR Title 27, §20164. The operator is also
allowed to receive source separated food wastes. Only food wastes collected for the approved food waste transfer process are allowed.

The permittee is also prohibited from accepting any wastes containing less that 50 percent solids, designated wastes, special wastes, or hazardous waste. Wastes requiring
special handling, other than those defined in the RS, shall require LEA approval for authorization of special handling methods. LEA). Grinding of hazardous materials,
including asbestos containing materials, is prohibited.

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16. Self Monitoring:

a. Results of the following self-monitoring programs will be reported as follows:

b. Operator shall notify the LEA upon receipt of a Notice of Violation from any As Noted
regulatory agency. In addition, the operator shall notify the LEA within 72
hours, or on the next business day, following written receipt of a Notice of
Violation or upon receipt of written notification of complaints regarding the
facility which have been received by other agencies.

¢. Operator shall record all complaints regarding this facility and the operator’s As Noted
actions taken to resolve these complaints shall be entered in the log of special
occurrences. Operator shall notify the LEA within one day if they receive any
complaints of a serious or egregious nature.

d. Reports of all special or unusual occurrences and the operator’s actions taken to As Noted
correct these problems shall be entered into the ‘Log of Special Occurrences'.

e. The operator shall perform load checking for excluded/prohibited wastes
and materials, in conjunction with hand sorting of materials, and shall Recorded in ‘Operating Record”
‘maintain a chronological record (log) of the results of the load check program,
listing quantities and types of hazardous wastes, untreated medical wastes, or
otherwise prohibited wastes found in the waste stream, the date they were
discovered and the disposition of those materials. This log shall be part of the
‘operating record’, shall be kept on-site, and shall be made available to LEA staff.

. The operator shall make -brief- entries into their "Log of Special Occurrences'
calendar, recording incidents of unlawful disposal of prohibited materials and the
operator’s actions taken to remove and correctly dispose of excluded/prohibited Recorded on date of occurrence
materials. The record entry shall be made on the date of occurrence. Detailed
incident reports, as appropriate, should be entered as part of the log entered in ‘e’
above. Incidents of fires, injury and property damage accidents, explosions,
events involving hazardous wastes, flooding and other unusual incidents will also
be recorded.

2. The operator shall maintain and make accessible on-site records within their As Noted
‘operating record' for the LEA to document the following:

- daily gross tonnage of Debris Box and Curbside Recycling through the gate;
- daily gross tonnage of Yardwaste through the gate;
- daily gross tonnage of Food Waste through the gate;

Daily gross tonnages along with the monthly totals will be made available to the

LEA. The operator shall maintain these records on the facility’s premises for

a minimum of one year and make them available to any Enforcement Agency’s

personnel on request.

h. The operator shall report the following information to the LEA in writing,
within 30 days of the end of the month being reported:

- monthly gross tonnages through the gate, in the following categories:
1) Yardwaste Transfer;
2) Debris Box / Curbside Recycling; Commercial Recyclables
3) Food Waste

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17. LEA Conditions:

A. Requirements :

1

The operator shall maintain a copy of this permit at the facility so as to be available at all times to facility personnel and to Enforcement Agency Personnel.

2. All Yard Waste received during the day shall be removed from the site by end of the facility ‘Operating Day’. The ‘Operating Day’ for Yard Waste Transfer shall end
at 10:00 P.M. Also, the food waste bunkers will be completely cleaned and washed out, including the tipping floor, at the end of each operating day. At the end of
each day the foodwaste bunker must be cleaned to the satisfaction of the LEA.

3. This facility shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal.

4.  This facility shall comply with all federal, state, and local requirements and enactments including all mitigation measures given in any certified environmental
document filed pursuant to the Public Resources Code, Section 21031.6.

5. All equipment, vehicles, debris boxes, and materials stored outside the buildings, shall be located only in permitted areas as described in the RSI, the
C.U.P., and the SWFP. The boxes will be allowed to be stacked 18 feet high, unless the LEA deems otherwise.

6.  Additional information concerning the Design and Operation of this facility shall be furnished on request to the Enforcement Agency personnel.

7. The operator shall comply with all notices and orders issued by any responsible agency designated by the Lead Agency to monitor the Mitigation Measures contained
in any of the documents referenced within this permit pursuant to the Public Resources Code section 21081.6.

8. The operator shall install and maintain signs at the entrance indicating that no hazardous waste, liquid wastes or mixed MSW are accepted.

Construction and demolition debris & food waste are acceptable.

9. The operator shall comply with the load checking requirements as described in the Self Monitoring Section of the latest RFI document.

10. TheOperator shall maintain daily tonnage records on-site and the LEA may utilize these records, as needed, to monitor maximum weekly tonnage compliance.

11.  Specific safety equipment and measures may be required as determined by any applicable LLP.P. and/or the LEA.

12.  Records of employee training for Health and Safety. Operation and maintenance of the facility shall be maintained at the Facility and be available for
review by the LEA and other authorized Regulatory Agencies.

13.  An LEA approved operations plan as contained in the RSI/TPR shall be kept on site. The operator shall utilize Best Management Practices.

14.  All facility vehicles shall be maintained in good operating condition.

15. Effective litter and dust control measures shall be undertaken to prevent any public nuisance from occurring. This shall include, but not be limited to, the
use of dust curtains, mist systems, and street sweeping. An odor suppression misting system will be installed and working as described in the TPR.

16. Additional information concerning the design and operation of this facility must be furnished upon request to the LEA.

17.  No residuals will remain on site for more than 24 hours.

18. The operator shall adhere to the operations plan as contained in the RSVTPR and the conditions of the SWFP permit. Any proposed changes in operations
will require written approval by the LEA prior to implementing changes.

19. The operator shall require that all vehicles entering the premises, to deliver waste or materials, be properly tarped or covered to prevent littering and dust
nuisances.

B. Provisions:

1. Operational controls shall be established to preclude the receipt and disposal of hazardous or other types of prohibited wastes. The following SWFP provisions
supplement the Load Checking conditions:

A, Incidents of unlawful disposal of prohibited materials shall be reported to the LEA as described in Section 16, entitled ‘Self-Monitoring’, of this
permit. In Addition, all other agencies as required by regulation shall also be notified of any such incidents in accordance with established time
frames.

2. This permit is subject to review by the LEA and may be suspended, revoked or modified at any time by the LEA for sufficient cause.

3., The LEA reserves the right to suspend or modify waste receiving operations when deemed necessary due to an emergency, a potential health hazard or the creation of
a public nuisance. A

4. The operator shall maintain a log of special occurrences as required by CCR Title 14 and 27 and shall make available to the LEA any BAAQMD or OSHA
related reportable documentation. See Self Monitoring Section 16f.

6.  The operator shall maintain, at the facility, accurate daily records of the weight and/or volume of waste materials received. These records shall be

available To both LEA and CTWMB personnel and shall be maintained for a period of at least one year. Facility Gate and/or Scale Attendants shall be certified
by the responsible Government Agency, as Certified Weigh-Masters, or shall maintain equivalent certification as approved in writing by the LEA.

The Operator shall notify the LEA, in writing, of any proposed significant changes in the facility design or operation during the planning stages. In no case
shall the operator undertake any changes unless the operator first submits to the LEA a notice of said changes at least 120 days before said changes are
undertaken. Any significant change, as determined by the LEA, would require a revision of this permit.

Upon a change in the owner or operator, the LEA shall be notified 45 days prior to the change so that the LEA may make a determination to either modify
or revise the permit.

This facility must comply with all applicable Federal, State and local enactments, laws and regulations, including the State Minimum Standards
established by the CTWMB, California Code of Regulations - Title 14, and CCR Title 27, administered locally by the City of San Jose Local Enforcement
Agency. The Local Enforcement Agency is the City of San Jose, Department of Planning, Building, and Code Enforcement.

All Facility operations shall be conducted in accordance with the operations and design described in the RFI, as approved and/or amended by the LEA, and
in compliance with all State Statutes, Regulations, City of San Jose Municipal Codes and Ordinances, and Land Use Permits.

The facility operator should survey access roads a minimum of one time per month and should patrol the perimeter of the property boundary of the Facility
at least once each Operational day and should remove for legal disposal any litter, waste, or other illegally disposed materials. (Note : Medical Wastes,
Hazardous Wastes shall be removed in compliance with applicable laws and standards governing their handling and disposal.) .

The Facility operator shall provide water misting equipment and effective dust control and cleaning as necessary in order to control nuisance dust resulting
from Facility operations, as determined by the LEA. The facility operator shall provide watering and cleaning equipment as frequently as necessary in order
to maintain dust free conditions. An odor control system, as described in the TPR & CUP, shall be installed and made functional.

Operator will conduct self monitoring tests during the first 30 day operation of the food waste/yardwaste transfer operation to determine the effectiveness
of the enzyme solution application system. A log of each monitoring event will be recorded. Two weeks after the completion of the first 30 day monitoring
event, a report prepared by the air quality professional shall be submitted to the LEA . The recommendations in this report for continued effective odor
mitigation will be implemented and placed on file.

All leachate from food waste operations must be completely removed during the bunker storage cleaning process. If it is determined by the LEA that the
absorbent used is not effective, then the LEA may specify that a different cleaning method be used. Also, if the LEA finds that there are unacceptable
odors, nuisances, vectors or other impacts from the food waste process, the LEA may either reduce the food waste tonnage or close down the food waste
transfer process at any time.

For the foodwaste program, removal of greenwaste and food waste will be within 16 hours of receipt. At the end of the operating day all foodwaste will be
removed and the foodwaste bunker will be completely cleaned out as specified in #8 above.

No residual will remain on site for more than 24 hours.

The outside (salvage) storage bunkers containing organics or flammables ( wood, dirt, etc.) will be cleaned out every 30 days or when full, whichever
comes first. Those containing inerts will be cleaned out every 90 days or when full, whichever comes first.

The peak tonnage for food waste will be increased only by written permission of the LEA. The initial peak tonnage will start at 150 tons per day (TPD) for
Phase 1. With permission of the LEA, the operator may initiate Phase 2, with a peak of 250 TPD. With permission of the LEA , Phase 3 may go into
effect with a peak tonnage of 400 TPD. The LEA may alter these amounts as necessary.

The Operator will work with the LEA to reduce noise emissions from the tub grinder onto the working tipping floor. This will include measures such as
grinding during periods when tipping/sorting crews are not present (for eg. Saturdays). The LEA may also require that some sort of noise absorbing shroud
be placed around the tub grinder.
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
