Resolution 2003-383 (Revised)
Consideration Of Remediation Options For The Sonoma County Waste Tire Sites

WHEREAS,  Public Resources Code (PRC) section 42826 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to expend money from the California Tire Recycling Management Fund to perform any cleanup, abatement, or remedial work required to prevent substantial pollution, nuisance, or injury to the public health or safety at waste tire sites where responsible parties failed to take appropriate action as ordered by the Board; and

WHEREAS,  the owners/operators of the waste tire sites listed below have not taken appropriate actions as required by the Board to remediate the waste tire sites, which pose a significant threat to public health and safety and the environment; and 

WHEREAS,  on March 20-21, 2001, the Board allocated $1,500,000 (FY2001/02) and $1,500,000 (FY2002/03) for the cleanup of Short-term Remediation Projects in its approval of the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program; and 
WHEREAS,  on May 13-14, 2003, the Board allocated $1,200,000 (FY 2003/04) for the cleanup of Short-term Remediation Projects in its approval of the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program; and

WHEREAS,  the Silacci Waste Tire Sites; Universal Portfolio Waste Tire Sites; Flochinni Waste Tire Site; Beebe Family Ranch Waste Tire Site; and Infinion Raceway Waste Tire Sites were within the jurisdiction of the Southern Sonoma Soil Conservation District  who recommended that tires be used as erosion control, a “beneficial reuse” of the tires;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board issue Cleanup and Abatement Orders to the five waste tire sites listed below and negotiate with the landowners regarding a Board managed remediation limited to tire removal and cost recovery.  Those sites are identified as: 

Silacci Waste Tire Sites

Universal Portfolio Waste Tire Sites

Flochinni Waste Tire Site

Beebe Family Ranch Waste Tire Site

Infinion Raceway Waste Tire Sites
