Consideration Of A New Full Solid Waste Facilities Permit (Transfer/Processing Station) For The MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility, Santa Barbara County

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

1. This item requests the Board consider concurrence for the issuance of a full Solid Waste Facilities Permit for the MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility.

2. Pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur with or object to the issuance of a full Solid Waste Facilities Permit.  The new proposed permit and package for this facility was received on June 30, 2003.  When the proposed permit was received, the package contained all of the items required in Title 27, CCR, Section 21685, for submittal of a package to the Board.  The Board has until August 29, 2003 to act on this permit.

Background

· The proposed MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility (transfer station) is located in the City of Banta Barbara.  The site is located on the north side of State Highway 101 and on the west side of Quarantina Street.  The transfer station property is zoned M-1, Light Manufacturing/Industrial.  The surrounding properties are on the west; north and east share the same zone classification.  On the south side of State Highway 101, the zoning is OM-1/S-D-3, Ocean Oriented Manufacturing in the Coastal Zone.  The nearest residence is located across the street from the eastern boundary.

· The transfer station is owned by the Asti Holding Co. and will be operated by MarBorg Industries, Incorporated.  The existing C&D and inerts processing operation serves the City of Santa Barbara, as well as other local cities and unincorporated areas of the County of Santa Barbara.  The operator will close the existing C&D operation for a period up to 9 months to develop the new facility.  The new transfer station will accept MSW, construction and demolition wastes, clean inerts, bulky metal, white goods and wood/green waste.  After processing the various waste streams, the remaining solid waste will be transported to the Tajiguas Sanitary Landfill for disposal.  The recyclables will be transported to markets.

Key Issues

The proposed activities addressed in this permit action include:

1)   Issuance of a new Solid Waste Facilities Permit to the MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility.

2)   Processing of 750 tons per day of MSW, construction and demolition waste, clean inerts, bulky metal, white goods and wood/green waste.
3) Allowance of 586 vehicles per day.

4) Construction of a new facility on the existing property and expansion into an adjoining parcel at the southern boundary.

5) Waste Receipt Operations:  Monday to Friday 6:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m.; Saturday       6:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m., and Waste Processing and Transfer:  Monday to Friday       6:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.; Saturday 6:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.  Closed holidays.

LEA Findings

The LEA accepted the application for the new permit on May 28, 2003 and provided the following determinations:

· Certification that the permit application package was complete and correct;

· Certification that the Transfer/Processing Report (TPR) meets the requirements of Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR) §17403.9 and Title 14, CCR §18221.6 and;

· The proposed permit is consistent with and supported by the CEQA analysis, Mitigated Negative Declaration, State Clearinghouse No. 2003031036.

1. CIWMP Conformance: For this proposed permit, the location of the MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility is identified in a proposed amended City of Santa Barbara NDFE.  The Office of Local Assistance staff has indicated that until the Board approves the amended NDFE, the proposed permit is not in conformance with the NDFE, and does not meet the requirements of Title 14, CCR, §18752.  Board staff will be taking the amended NDFE to the Board for consideration at the August 12-13, 2003 Board meeting.

2. Transfer/Processing Report (TPR): The Integrated Waste Management Board Permitting and Inspection staff have reviewed the Transfer/Processing Report and determined the document meets the requirements of Title 14, CCR, §18221.6.

B.
Environmental Issues

State law requires compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act either through the preparation, circulation and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt.

The City of Santa Barbara, Community Development Department, Planning Division, acting as Lead Agency, has prepared the following environmental document for the MarBorg C & D Recycling and Transfer Facility (Solid Waste Information System No. 42-AA-0066):

· A Mitigated Negative Declaration, SCH No. 2003031036, was circulated for a 30-day review period from March 10, 2003 to April 8, 2003.  The Mitigated Negative Declaration describes the proposed operation of a currently un-permitted C&D Recycling and Transfer Facility.  The document discusses types of material to be processed, peak tonnages, peak traffic and types of improvements to be made to the site.  The Lead Agency filed a Notice of Determination with the State Clearinghouse on April 29, 2003.

The Local Enforcement Agency, County of Santa Barbara, Public Health Department, Environmental Health Services Division, has provided a finding that the proposed SWFP is consistent with and supported by the cited environmental document.

Board staff recommends the Mitigated Negative Declaration cited above as adequate for the Board's environmental evaluation of the proposed project for those project activities which are within the Board’s expertise and/or powers, or which are required to be carried out or approved by the Board.

Program/Long Term Impacts

The proposed project will allow the owner/operator the opportunity to close the C&D recycling operation and develop a new full SWFP C&D recycling and transfer facility.

Based on available information, staff is not aware of any stakeholder issues related to this item.

E.
Fiscal Impacts

Staff is not aware of specific significant fiscal impacts arising out of issuance of this proposed permit.

F.
Legal Issues

Staff is not aware of specific significant legal impacts arising out of issuance of this proposed permit.

G.
Environmental Justice

Community Setting

The surrounding land to the north, south, east, and west, is a mixed use of industrial, commercial and residential.  The nearest residence is located approximately 80 feet across the street from the facility, on the east side of Quarantina Street.  Residential structures within the 1000-foot boundary from the facility are classified as a legal non-conforming use.  The parcel and surrounding land is zoned M-1, Light Manufacturing/Industrial.  Highway 101 skirts the southern boundary of the proposed facility.  On the south side of Highway 101 the land is zoned OM-1/S-D-3, Ocean Oriented Manufacturing in the Coastal Zone.

The following information applies to the population surrounding the proposed MarBorg C&D Recycling & Transfer Facility.
