Consideration Of The Draft Final Report Entitled" Extending the Lifespan of Tires: Final Report" (Tire Recycling Management Fund, FY 2001/02)

WHEREAS,
the Tire Recycling Act, (Public Resources Code Section 42860 et. seq.), requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to maintain a tire recycling program which promotes and develops alternatives to the landfill disposal and stockpiling of waste tires; and 

WHEREAS,
in September 2001, the Board adopted the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program, which included the funding for market development and research to investigate nincreasing tire life; and

WHEREAS,
on December 11, 2001 the Board approved the Scope of Work for a contract to investigate increasing the Lifespan of Tires; and 

WHEREAS,
on June 30, 2002 the Board entered into a contract with Symplectic Engineering Inc. to investigate ways to increase the lifespan of tires for the amount of $200,000; and

WHEREAS,
on July 15, 2003, the Board received the report entitled ”Extending the Lifespan of Tires: Final Report”,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the “Extending the Lifespan of Tires: Final Report” submitted by Symplectic Engineering Inc.
