	16.  LEA Conditions:
a) Without prior written or verbal approval from the LEA to allow otherwise, waste may be accepted only during the hours and days described in the most current Transfer and Processing Report.

b) The permittee is prohibited from accepting any liquid waste sludge, non-hazardous waste requiring special handling, designated waste, hazardous wastes, biohazardous wastes, waste containing more than 50% water, friable and non-friable asbestos, dead animals and radioactive wastes. 

c) The operator shall maintain, and keep current, records of weight and types of waste received per day.  These records shall include the final disposition of transferred waste and recycled materials.

d) The operator shall maintain, and keep current, a record of the number and types of vehicles hauling waste to the facility.

e) Stored recyclables shall not interfere with facility operations or cause a public health nuisance as determined by the LEA.  The LEA reserves the right to reduce the maximum storage time of recyclables necessary to protect health or prevent a nuisance.

f) The operator shall maintain a complete copy of this Solid Waste Facility Permit, Transfer and Processing Report and State Minimum Standards for Transfer/Processing Station at the site at all times.

g) No significant change in design or operation of this facility shall be taken without prior application to and approval by the LEA (Public Resources Code §44004).

h) Additional information related to compliance with this permit or information concerning the design and operation of this facility shall be furnished to LEA upon request.

i) The Solid Waste Facility Permit is subject to review by the LEA and may be suspended, revoked or modified at any time for sufficient cause.

j) If the proposed dust control system fails to be adequate for the control of dust in the operations of the facility, the LEA may require additional measures be enacted.
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
