CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Resolution 2004-15
Consideration Of Issuance Of A Compliance Order Relative To The Los Angeles Area Integrated Waste Management Authority Regional Agency, Los Angeles County

WHEREAS,
Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 41825 requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to review each City, County, and Regional Agency’s Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE) at least every two years; and
WHEREAS, 
PRC Section 41825 provides that if the Board finds that the City, County, or Regional Agency has failed to implement its SRRE or HHWE, the Board shall issue an order of compliance with a specific schedule for achieving compliance that shall include those conditions which the Board determines to be necessary for the jurisdiction to complete in order to implement its SRRE or HHWE; and
WHEREAS, based on the staff review of the jurisdiction’s implementation of programs identified in its SRRE, the Board determined that the Cities of Lynwood and Torrance have not made a good faith effort to implement the programs as identified in their SRRE and issued compliance orders to each of these jurisdictions at public hearings on January 14-15, 2003, April 23, 2003, and October 26, 1999; and 

WHEREAS, the Board approved the Los Angeles Area Integrated Waste Management Authority Regional Agency (LARA) on January 13-14, 2004; and 

WHEREAS, the LARA is the reporting authority for fourteen jurisdictions in Los Angeles County for purposes of complying with California’s diversion requirements that are described in PRC Section 41780 and the Cities of Lynwood and Torrance are members of the LARA; and

WHEREAS, the Board determined in its approval of the formation of the LARA that the LARA is the responsible entity for member jurisdictions that have failed to comply with PRC Section 41780; and 

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that responsibility for completing compliance orders that were previously issued to members of the LARA are the responsibility of the LARA upon its formation and remain the responsibility of the LARA until the Board has determined the compliance orders have been completed or the jurisdiction’s membership in the LARA is terminated; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 41825 allows the Board to issue a compliance order to a jurisdiction or regional agency if the Board determines that the jurisdiction or regional agency has failed to implement its SRRE after conferring with the jurisdiction with its intent to issue a compliance order at least 60 days prior to issuing a notice of intent to issue a compliance order; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 41825 requires the Board to notify a jurisdiction of its intent to issue an order of compliance at least 30 days prior to holding the hearing to consider issuing the compliance order; and

WHEREAS, Board staff has conferred with the LARA at least 60 days prior to issuing a notice of intent to issue a compliance order, and has notified the LARA at least 30 days prior to this Board hearing where the item considering issuing the LARA a compliance order was heard; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board adopt Compliance Order BR04-01 concerning the matter of the Los Angeles Area Integrated Waste Management Authority Regional Agency, Los Angeles County.
