Multi-Jurisdictional Non-Disposal Facilities Element

BREIEN-EADE COMPOST 

The Breien-Eade Compost operation is located 1.6 miles east of the community of San Lucas, California.  Richard Breien runs this composting operation on leased land from Long Valley Limited Partners. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 20,000 cubic yards of feedstock per year. This operation recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local organic growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued. Most of the material originates from King City.

CLIFTON TRUCKING

The Clifton Trucking composting operation is located at 441 El Camino Real in Greenfield, California, approximately four miles south of Soledad.  Jim Clifton runs this composting operation on property owned by Jim Clifton et al.  The facility has the potential capacity to produce up to 10,000 tons of compost per year.  This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers.  Most of the material originates from within Monterey County.
COMGRO, INC.

The Comgro composting operation is located on Highway 183, near McFadden Road, in Castroville, California.  The Comgro office is located at 630 Boronda Road in Salinas, California.  George Fontes runs this composting operation on property owned by George Fontes.  The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 25,000 cubic yards of feedstock per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is primarily used by Comgro, Inc. but is also sold commercially to local growers. Most of the material originates from within Monterey County.
CRANFORD COMPOSTING, INC.

The Cranford Composting, Inc. facility is located at 2 Spreckels Blvd. in Spreckels, California.  Don Cranford operates this composting facility on leased land from Tanimura & Antle Partnership. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 75,000 cubic yards of feedstock per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued.  Most of the material originates from Monterey and Santa Cruz Counties.

CRAZY HORSE LANDFill

The Crazy Horse Landfill is located at 350 Crazy Horse Canyon Road in Salinas, California.  The Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority owns and operates this facility.  The majority of the materials originate from the City of Salinas and surrounding unincorporated Monterey County. A regional Facilities Expansion EIR was certified evaluating this and other landfill sites for potential expansion.   The facility currently accepts up to 900 tons of solid waste and recyclable material per day, and currently recovers less than 5%.  However, it has the potential capacity to process a much higher tonnage per day.  Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

GABILAN FERTILIZER 

Gabilan Fertilizer composting operation is located at 234 Dolan Road in Moss Landing, California.  Marvin Baldwin and Keith Day operate this composting facility on property owned by Louis and Carol Calcagno.  This facility has the potential capacity to produce up to 10,000 tons of compost per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted.  This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued.  Most of the material originates from Monterey County.

GEORGE MORGAN & SONS 

George Morgan & Sons composting operation is located at 220 Tucker Road in Watsonville, California.  Stanley Morgan operates this composting operation on property owned by the Morgan family.  This facility has the potential capacity to produce approximately 15,000 cubic yards of compost per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted.  This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers.  Most of the material originates from San Benito County.

GOOD HUMUS MAN

The Good Humus Man composting facility is located at 28185 Iverson Road in Gonzales, California. John Guzik operates this composting facility on Guzik & Sons land. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 16,000 tons of feedstock per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued. Most of the material originates from Santa Clara and Monterey Counties.

JOHNSON CANYON LANDFill

The Johnson Canyon Landfill is located at 31400 Johnson Canyon Road in Salinas, California.  The Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority owns and operates this facility.  The majority of the materials originate from the City of Gonzales, Soledad, Greenfield, King City, and surrounding unincorporated Monterey County. A regional Facilities Expansion EIR was certified evaluating this and other landfill sites for potential expansion.  The facility currently accepts up to 300 tons of solid waste and recyclable material per day, and currently recovers less than 5%.  However, it has the potential capacity to process a much higher tonnage per day.  Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

KEITH DAY TRUCKING 

The Keith Day composting operation is located on Short Road at River Road in Gonzales, California. Keith Day manages this composting operation on land owned by Robert Salatchy, Joe Boskowvich, and Phil Boskowvich. The operation has the potential capacity to produce approximately 8000 tons of products per year. This operation recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This compost product is sold commercially to the general public, professional landscapers, and local growers either by delivery or at his landscaping and gardening supply located at 1091 Madison Lane in Salinas.  Most of the material originates from Monterey County.

M&M DAIRY  

M&M Dairy composting operation is located at 26775 Old Stage Road in Gonzales, California.  Rocci Martignoni operates this composting facility on property owned by Rocci Martignoni.  This facility has the potential capacity to produce up to approximately 8000 tons of compost per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted.  This compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued.  Most of the material originates from within Monterey County.

SCHOCH  DAIRY 

Schoch Dairy composting operation is proposed to be located at 662 El Camino Real-North in Salinas, California.  Bill Schoch will operate this composting facility on property owned by the Schoch family.  This proposed operation has the potential capacity to produce up to approximately 8000 tons of compost per year. This facility is anticipated to recover more than 90% of material accepted.  This compost product will be sold commercially to local growers; however, other markets will be considered and pursued.  Most of the material originates from within Monterey County.

MONTEREY REGIONAL WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT COMPOSTING

The Monterey Regional Waste Management District (MRWMD) sludge composting facility is located at the MRWMD facility at 14201 Del Monte Blvd., two miles north of Marina, California. The MRWMD owns and operates this facility. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 30,000 tons of feedstock per year. This facility recovers more than 95% of material accepted.  Most of the sludge originates from the Monterey Regional Water Pollution Control Agency, although smaller amounts are accepted from other surrounding counties. At this time, the finished product is primarily used as vegetative cover and intermediate cover on the Monterey Peninsula Landfill.

MUSHROOM FARMS, INC.

Mushroom Farms, Inc. composting operation is located at 415 Hall Road in Royal Oaks, California.  Mushroom Farms, Inc. is owned and run by Monterey Mushrooms, Inc. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 40,000 cubic yards of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of material accepted.  Most of the material originates from Sacramento County and the finished compost is generally used on-site as a growth media for their mushrooms.

MONTEREY MUSHROOMS, INC.

Monterey Mushrooms, Inc. composting operation is located at 777 Maher Court in Watsonville, California.  Monterey Mushrooms, Inc. is owned and run by Monterey Mushrooms, Inc. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 125,000 tons of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of material accepted.  Most of the material originates from Solano, Yolo, Fresno, and Sacramento Counties and the finished compost is generally used on-site as a growth media for their mushrooms.  The spent compost is sold or given away as a feedstock for composters and as a soil amendment.

SALINAS MUSHROOMS, INC.

Salinas Mushrooms, Inc. composting operation is located at 531 Eckhart Road in Salinas, California.  Salinas Mushrooms, Inc. is owned and run by Eckhart Seed Company.  The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 2,000 tons of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of the material accepted.  Most of the material originates from Sacramento County and the finished compost is generally used on-site as a growth media for their mushrooms.  Other uses for the compost are always being considered.
SUNRISE MUSHROOMS, INC.

Sunrise Mushrooms, Inc. composting operation is located at 231 Jenson Road in Moss Landing, California.  Sunrise Mushrooms, Inc. is owned and run by Sunrise Mushrooms, Inc. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 72,800 cubic yards of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of material accepted.  Most of the material originates from Sacramento County and the finished compost is generally used on-site as a growth media for their mushrooms.  Other uses for the compost are always being considered.

SPRINGFIELD MUSHROOMS, INC.

Springfield Mushrooms, Inc. composting operation is located at 1274 Salinas Road in Watsonville, California.  Springfield Mushrooms, Inc. is owned and run by Springfield Mushrooms, Inc. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 17,500 cubic yards of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of material accepted.  Most of the material originates from Sacramento County and the finished compost is generally used on-site as a growth media for their mushrooms.  Other uses for the compost are always being considered.
PACIFIC COAST SOILS

The Pacific Coast Soils composting facility is located at the Monterey Regional Waste Management District (MRWMD) at 14201 Del Monte Blvd., two miles north of Marina, California. Glenn Church operates this facility on leased land from the MRWMD. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 30,000 cubic yards of feedstock per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. This product is primarily sold for landscaping purposes.  Most of the material originates from cities and unincorporated areas within Monterey County.

PEBBLE BEACH COMPANY 

The Pebble Beach Company composting operation is located at 4005 Sunridge Road in the Pebble Beach Community Services District, California.  The Pebble Beach Company owns and runs this operation. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 2,500 tons of compost per year. This operation recovers approximately 99% of material accepted.  Most of the material originates from the Pebble Beach Company owned property and the finished compost is generally used on-site.

SOILS TO GROW, L.L.C.

The Soils to Grow composting facility is located at 1095 Madison Lane in Salinas, California. Jack and Sara Kimmich operate this composting facility on property owned by Jack Kimmich. The facility has the potential capacity to process 6,000 cubic yards per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted.  The finished products are sold commercially to the general public, professional landscapers, and local growers.  Most of the material originates from San Benito and Monterey Counties.

SUN-LAND GARDEN PRODUCTS

The Sun-Land Garden Products composting facility is located at the Monterey Regional Waste Management District (MRWMD) at 14201 Del Monte Blvd., two miles north of Marina, California. Brian Minasian operates this facility on leased land from the MRWMD. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 200,000 cubic yards of feedstock at a time. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. The compost product is primarily sold commercially to local growers, however, other markets are always being considered and pursued.  Most of the material originates from Santa Cruz, San Benito and Monterey Counties.  

BRADLEY TRANSFER STATION

The Bradley Transfer Station is located on Bradley Road at Hwy 101, off of El Camino Road, in Bradley, California. Monterey County Public Works Department owns and operates this facility. At this time, the facility accepts less than 60 cubic yards during operating days, however it has the potential capacity to process approximately 180 cubic yards per day. Most of the material originates from Bradley and the surrounding ranches in the unincorporated areas of Monterey County. Although very little is diverted at this time from this facility, there is great potential for diversion.

CARMEL VALLEY TRANSFER STATION

The Carmel Valley Transfer Station is located at 9 Pilot Road in Carmel Valley, California.  Waste Management/Carmel Marina Corporation owns and operates this facility. The facility has the potential capacity to process up to 35 tons per day. Most of the material originates from the communities of Big Sur, Carmel Valley and Carmel. Recycling receptacles for cardboard, paper, plastic, tin/steel cans and glass are on-site to promote recycling.

FORT HUNTER LIGGETT TRANSFER STATION

The Fort Hunter Liggett Transfer Station is located on Nacimiento-Fergusson Road at Fort Hunter Liggett in Jolon, California. The U.S. Department of the Army owns and operates this facility. At this time, the facility accepts less than 60 cubic yards during operating days, however it has the potential capacity to process approximately 200 cubic yards per day. Most of the material originates from Fort Hunter Liggett. Although very little is diverted at this time from this facility, there is great potential for diversion.

JOLON ROAD LANDFILL, AND TRANSFER STATION

The Jolon Road Landfill and Transfer Station is located at 52654 Jolon Road in King City, California.  Waste Management owns this property and leases a parcel to the Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority (SVSWA).  SVSWA contracts with a private operator to run this facility.  At this time, the facility accepts up to 100 tons of solid waste and recyclable material per day. However, it has the potential capacity to process a much higher tonnage per day.  A regional Facilities Expansion EIR was certified, evaluating this and other landfill sites for potential expansion.  Currently all waste material is transferred offsite for disposal.  At this time, most of the material delivered to the transfer station originates from King City and unincorporated Monterey County.  Although only approximately 10% of the incoming material is diverted at this time from this facility, there is potential for greater diversion.  Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

Salinas Transfer Station and Recycle Center

The Salinas Transfer Station and Recycle Center facility is located at 1120 Madison Lane in the community of Boronda, California. Waste Management Inc. (WMI) owns and operates this facility.  At this time, the facility is designed for a maximum throughput of 2,400 tons per day.  Approximately 5% of the material accepted by this facility is recycled.  Most of the material originates from the City of Salinas, with small amounts originating from other areas in Monterey County.  Although very little is diverted at this time from this facility, there is great potential for diversion.  Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

SAN ARDO TRANSFER STATION

The San Ardo Transfer Station is located on Cattleman Road at Hwy 101, approximately 1 mile west of San Ardo, California.  Monterey County Public Works Department owns and operates this facility. At this time, the facility accepts less than 60 cubic yards during operating days, however it has the potential capacity to process approximately 240 cubic yards per day. Most of the material originates from San Ardo and the surrounding ranches in unincorporated Monterey County. Although very little is diverted at this time from this facility, there is great potential for diversion.

Sun Street Transfer Station

The Sun Street Transfer Station is proposed to be located on two parcels, 131 and 139 Sun Street in Salinas, California. The Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority will own and operate this facility.  The majority of the materials will originate from the City of Salinas and surrounding unincorporated Monterey County. The planned facility has the potential capacity to accept up to 1,000 tons per operating day. Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

south county transfer station

The South County Transfer Station is proposed to be located on the east side of the King City Airport on Industrial Way in King City, California. The Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority will own and operate this facility.  The majority of the materials will originate from King City and surrounding unincorporated Monterey County.  The planned facility has the potential capacity to accept up to 1,000 tons per operating day.  Diversion activities may include onsite sorting and processing of recyclables, construction and demolition, and organics composting.

A& S METALS MATERIALS RECOVERY FACILITY
The A&S Metals facility is located at 11340 Commercial Parkway in Castroville, California. The Silva family owns and operates this materials recovery facility. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 27,000 tons per month. This facility recovers more than 95% of material accepted. At this time, most of the curbside material originates from the City of Salinas and other materials originate from the Counties of Monterey, Santa Cruz and San Benito.

CASTROVILLE MATERIALS RECOVERY FACILITY
The Castroville Materials Recovery Facility is located at 11260 Commercial Parkway in Castroville, California. Waste Management Inc. owns and operates this facility, but a deed restriction has been placed on this facility to ensure it remains in public use. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 8,000 tons per month. This facility recovers more than 95% of material accepted. Most of the material originates from the communities of Carmel-by-the-Sea, Sand City, Seaside, Del Rey Oaks, Marina, Pacific Grove, Pebble Beach Community Services District, King City and unincorporated Monterey and Santa Cruz Counties.

CSUMB MATERIALS RECOVERY facility
The CSUMB Materials Recovery Facility is proposed to be located at 8th Street and 6th Avenue on the CSUMB Campus in Marina, California. CSUMB owns the property and a private contractor will operate this facility.  The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 5,000 tons per month. This facility will recover more than 95% of material accepted.  Most of the material will originate from the Former Ford Ord military base; however, the facility could potentially accept material from other areas. 

kroeker, inc.
The Kroeker Inc. facility is located at 100 12th Street in Marina, California. The Kroeker, Inc. owns and operates this demolition and recycling operation. The operation has the potential capacity to process approximately 10,000 tons per month.  This facility recovers more than 95% of material accepted. At this time, most handled material originates from Monterey County.

MONTEREY MATERIALS RECOVERY FACILITY
The Monterey Materials Recovery Facility is located at 10 Ryan Ranch Road in Monterey, California. Monterey City Disposal Inc. operates this facility on leased property from the City of Monterey. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 2,000 tons per month. This facility recovers more than 95% of material accepted. Most of the material originates from the cities of Greenfield, Soledad, Monterey, and Gonzales and Spreckels Community Services District. 

MRWMD MATERIALS RECOVERY FACILITY
The Monterey Regional Waste Management District (MRWMD) Materials Recovery Facility is located at the MRWMD facility at 14201 Del Monte Blvd., two miles north of Marina, California. The MRWMD owns and operates this facility. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 1,500 tons per day, with an annual recovery rate of about 62%.  Most of the material originates from the cities of Monterey, Seaside, Sand City, Marina, Pacific Grove, Carmel-by-the-Sea, and Del Rey Oaks, Pebble Beach Community Services District and the Western portions of unincorporated Monterey County.

SOLEDAD ENERGY FACILITY
The Soledad Energy LLC facility is located at 959 Los Coches Drive in Soledad, California. Soledad Energy LLC owns and operates this biomass energy facility. This facility receives clean and chipped wood waste from landfills and curbside programs to use as biomass fuel for this energy facility. The facility has the potential capacity to process approximately 140,000 tons of biomass per year. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. Most of the material originates from Monterey and Santa Clara Counties.

RANDAZZO ENTERPRISES
The Randazzo Enterprises, Inc. operation is located at 13550 Blackie Rd. in Castroville, California. John Randazzo owns and operates a chipping and grinding operation and a materials recovery operation. At this time, this operation processes wood waste from construction and demolition sites. This facility has the capacity to process approximately 1,000 cubic yards of material on-site. This facility recovers more than 90% of material accepted. Most of the material originates from Monterey County.
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
