Resolution 2004-48
Public Hearing And Consideration Of Adoption Of Proposed Landfill Closure Loan Program Regulations

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 467 was signed on September 15, 2002, establishing the Landfill Closure Loan Program to provide financial assistance to some operators of unlined landfills who wish to pursue early closure; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 48204 requires the Board to adopt regulations to implement the loan program; and

WHEREAS, the Board provided public notice of the proposed regulations, received comments regarding the proposed regulations, and considered appropriate responses to all relevant comments in accordance with Government Code Section 11430 et. seq., and Title 1, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1 et. seq.; and
WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the proposed regulatory changes will not have a significant effect on the environment in that they provide for the creation of a government funding mechanism that does not involve a commitment to a specific project that might affect the environment, and therefore, the adoption of the proposed regulations is not a “project” subject to CEQA, as provided in CEQA Guidelines, California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15378(b)(4).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board finds the adoption of these regulations to be exempt from CEQA.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board hereby adopts the proposed Landfill Closure Loan Program regulations and directs staff to submit the regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for review and approval.
