Resolution 2004-86
Consideration Of Grant Agreement Time Extensions For The Solid Waste Disposal And Codisposal Site Cleanup Program For The City Of Santa Monica, City Of Malibu, And City Of Los Angeles

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code (PRC) Sections 48020 et seq. authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to implement the Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program to remediate environmental problems caused by solid waste and to clean up illegal disposal sites to protect public health and safety or the environment where the responsible parties cannot be identified or are unable or unwilling to pay for timely remediation; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 48021(b) authorizes the Board to provide matching grants to public entities to assist in site cleanup; and
WHEREAS, in October 2001, the Board approved matching grants for the City of Santa Monica in the amount of seven hundred fifty thousand ($750,000) and the City of Malibu in the amount of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000); and in January 2002, the Board approved a matching grant in the amount of four hundred thirty thousand ($430,000) for the City of Los Angeles; and

WHEREAS, the City of Santa Monica, City of Malibu, and the City of Los Angeles require additional time to complete cleanups for all the Priority A1 sites approved by the Board in their respective matching grants and Board approval of the requested time extensions will not result in the allocation of additional funds from the Solid Waste Disposal Site Cleanup Trust Fund; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board approves a time extension to May 15, 2006, of the Grant Agreements for the City of Santa Monica (Grant No. 21369-01-32) and City of Malibu (Grant No. 21369-01-33), and a time extension to January 1, 2006, of the Grant Agreement for the City of Los Angeles (Grant No. SWC1-01-35).
