Semi-annual Update And Publication Of The Inventory Of Solid Waste Facilities Which Violate State Minimum Standards

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

The purpose of this agenda item is to inform the Board which solid waste facilities have been in violation of State Minimum Standards for greater that a 90-day period.

II.
ITEM HISTORY

Public Resources Code (PRC) § 44104 requires the Board to maintain an Inventory of Solid Waste Facilities Which Violate State Minimum Standards (Inventory).  It also requires the Board to update and publish the Inventory twice annually.  This item presents the updated Inventory to the Board for informational purposes.  Facilities in violation of the terms and conditions of their permits, as opposed to State Minimum Standards, are not included in the Inventory.

Concurrently with this item, the updated version of the Inventory is being included on the Board’s Web Page at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/LEACentral/Inventory.

The last update and publication of the Inventory was in October 2003.  At that time there were 11 facilities in the Inventory.

This is a discussion item only and, as such, no formal action is required by the Board.

V.
ANALYSIS

A.
Key Issues and Findings

Background

Solid waste facilities are placed on the Inventory when multiple violation(s) of State Minimum Standards occurs.  When a facility violates the same standard for two consecutive months, as documented by the Local Enforcement Agency’s (LEA) monthly inspection reports, Board staff gives notice by certified mail to the owner/operator of a Notice of Intent (NOI) to list the facility on the Inventory.  The NOI provides the operator 90 days to correct the violation.  If the LEA documents the correction, a rescission letter is issued to the operator.

If the violation(s) continues, staff consults with the LEA prior to issuing an inclusion letter that places the facility on the Inventory.  All facilities listed on the Inventory are required by statute to be under a compliance schedule, issued by the LEA, which ensures “diligent progress” is being made to correct the violation(s).

Key Issues

Since the last publication of the Inventory in October 2003, three facilities have been removed from the Inventory and none two were added; thus a total of eight ten facilities will be included in this publication of the Inventory.  Please see Attachment 1 (Revised) for a complete listing of the facilities currently on the Inventory.  Attachment 2 (Revised) shows the trend in the number of facilities on the Inventory since 1997.  Attachment 3 (Revised) provides an update of the LEA’s and operators’ efforts to bring the facilities into compliance.

Of the 8 10 facilities currently on the Inventory, one has a compliance schedule that is being revised, one has three have not yet been issued a compliance schedules and three have not yet met their specific compliance deadlines.

At the time this item was written, the Tehama County LEA was in the process of revising the order for Red Bluff Landfill with a projected compliance date prior to the June Board meeting.

Ven Virotek-Arvin Processing/Recycling Station in Kern County had not been issued a compliance schedule, as required by regulations, at the time this item was written.  The Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) has determined that the stockpiled oil field waste can be used during the closure of the Arvin Sanitary Landfill.  Once the Department of Toxic Substances Control has approved the use of the material, then the RWQCB must approve a final plan.  The LEA intends to issue a compliance schedule, in the form of a Notice & Order, when the RWQCB’s evaluation is complete.

The inclusion letters were issued on March 24, 2004 for both Arvin Sanitary Landfill and Lokern Farms in Kern County.  Thus, the LEA has until April 14th (15 business days) to issue a compliance schedule for these facilities.
Azusa Land Reclamation Company Landfill in Los Angeles County is not yet in compliance with the Notice and Order.  A determination from the multi-agency taskforce, including the LEA, which is coordinating enforcement actions at the site, is expected at anytime.  Preliminary determination by the task force indicates the facility will have complied with the Notice and Order, and will be removed from the Inventory.

Coastal Material Recovery Facility and Transfer Station in Los Angeles County has not met the compliance deadlines.  The effect of the order has been stayed pending an appeal to the local hearing panel.  The LEA did get an application for a permit revision on July 18, 2003 but the application was rejected on August 18, 2003 because of errors in the submitted RFI.  The operator continues to operate the site and has been exploring a stipulated agreement with the LEA to address issues until a final resolution is found. 

Yuba-Sutter Disposal Area in Yuba County has not met compliance deadlines.  There has been a change of ownership of a portion of the landfill and the LEA needs to revise the order to reflect the correct responsible party.
