SCOPE OF WORK

I.
INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVES
The purpose of this Scope of Work (SOW) is to facilitate the purchase, installation, and performance evaluation of sustainable building tire-derived products (Evaluation). The desired outcome of this Evaluation is to install, evaluate and report on various tire-derived products in multiple State parks throughout the State of California. 

This Evaluation is intended to advance the concept of sustainable building and use of recycled content waste tires in building products and applications. 

II.
WORK TO BE PERFORMED

The Contractor shall work in consultation with the Contract Manager, to ensure that the following tasks are completed: 1) identification of multiple sites for product installation; 2) product purchase; 3) product installation; 4) develop and conduct a park visitor survey; 5) prepare a report on the products used in the project, product installation and maintenance, discussion on durability of the products, the response of parks visitors, and successes and lessons learned from the project. 

III.
TASKS IDENTIFIED

Task 1: Identify Sites for Product Installation

· The Contractor will identify multiple State parks for product installation. The sites should provide for various product options.

Task 2: Purchase the Sustainable Building Tire-Derived Products

· The Contractor will be responsible for researching and locating manufacturers that will certify that their products meet the 100% California waste tire requirement. The Contractor will also be responsible for purchasing the product chosen and having it installed.

Task 3: Product Installation

· The Contractor will ensure that the tire-derived products are installed, as specified by the manufacturer. The Contractor will also provide permanent signage that designates the “California Integrated Waste Management Board” as a sponsor, and indicates how many waste tires were diverted to manufacture the specific product(s). 

Task 4: Develop and Administer a Park User Survey

· The Contractor will develop and then administer a survey at all parks where tire-derived products were installed, to collect park user reaction to the various tire-derived products installed throughout the park. This demographic would include both the park staff, as well as park visitors. This information will then be included in the final evaluation report provided to the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB).

Task 5: Provide an Evaluation Report to the CIWMB

· The Contractor will prepare a report to the CIWMB to include, at a minimum, the following information: 1) ease of locating and purchasing the various tire-derived products; 2) durability of the products; 3) ease of working with and maintenance of the products; 4) the results of the park user survey; and 5) the successes and lessons learned during the project.

V.
COPYRIGHT PROVISION

Contractor shall establish for the CIWMB good title in all copyrightable and trademarkable materials developed as a result of this Scope of Work. Such title shall include exclusive copyrights and trademarks in the name of the State of California, California Integrated Waste Management Board. The CIWMB shall retain the rights to all materials and deliverables developed under this contract that may be used by the CIWMB in the future.

VI.
CALIFORNIA WASTE TIRES

Unless otherwise provided for in this Scope of Work, in the event the Contractor and/or Subcontractor(s) purchase waste tires or waste tire-derived products for the performance of this Scope of Work, only California waste tires and California waste tire-derived products shall be used. As a condition of payment under this Interagency Agreement (IAA), the Contractor shall be required to provide documentation substantiating the source of the tire materials used during the performance of this Scope of Work to the Contract Manager. 

VII.
WASTE REDUCTION AND RECYCLED-CONTENT PRODUCT 
PROCUREMENT

In the performance of this Agreement, Contractor shall use recycled content, used or reusable products, and practice other waste reduction measures where feasible and appropriate.

Recycled Content Products:  All products purchased and charged/billed to the CIWMB to fulfill the requirements of this contract shall be Recycled Content Products (RCPs), or used (reused, remanufactured, refurbished) products.  All RCPs purchased or charged/billed to the CIWMB to fulfill the requirements of the contract shall have both the total recycled-content (TRC) and the postconsumer content (PC) clearly identified on the products.  Specific requirements for the aforementioned purchases and identification are discussed in the Terms and Conditions of the Contractual Agreement under Recycled-Content Product Purchasing and Certification.

The Contractor is required to complete and submit the Recycled-Content Certification form with all invoices submitted. The products and dollar amounts provided will be reported by the CIWMB on their annual SABRC report. The information provided on the Recycled-Content Certification form is NOT to be reported on the Contractor’s annual SABRC report to the CIWMB. 

The Contractor should, at a minimum, ensure that the following issues are addressed, as applicable to the services provided:


A.
WRITTEN DOCUMENT PROVISION

All documents and/or reports drafted for publication by or for the CIWMB in accordance with this contract shall adhere to the CIWMB’s Guidelines For Preparing CIWMB Reports (available upon request) and shall be reviewed by the CIWMB’s Contract Manager in consultation with one of the CIWMB’s editors. 

In addition, these documents and/or reports shall be printed double-sided on paper with 100% post-consumer recycled content fiber. The paper should identify the postconsumer recycled content of the paper (i.e., “printed on 100% postconsumer paper”). The Contractor shall provide the Contract Manager with an electronic copy of the document and/or report for the CIWMB’s uses.
