Consideration Of The Grant Awards For The Household Hazardous Waste Grant Program (13th Cycle) FY 2004/2005 

WHEREAS,
Public Resources Code Section 47200 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to issue grants to local governments with responsibility for waste management for local programs that help prevent the disposal of hazardous waste, including household hazardous waste (HHW) at solid waste facilities; and
WHEREAS,
on January 13-14, 2004 the Board approved the Scoring Criteria and Evaluation Process for the HHW Grant Program (13th Cycle) FY 2004/2005; and
WHEREAS,
Board staff solicited applications for the HHW Grant Program (13th Cycle) FY 2004/2005 from January 20, 2004 to April 9, 2004; and

WHEREAS,
a total of twenty-four (24) applications were received by the final filing date of April 9, 2004; and 

WHEREAS,
Board staff reviewed and evaluated all grant proposals based on the aforementioned criteria resulting in 19 passing applications, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to develop and enter into Grant Agreements with the proposed Grantees as set forth below; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of each Grant is conditioned upon the return by the proposed Grantee of a complete and executed Grant Agreement within ninety (90) days of the date of the mailing of the agreement package by the Board; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of each Grant is further conditioned upon full payment within ninety (90) days of today’s date of any outstanding debt owed by the proposed Grantee to the Board; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that subject to the passage of the FY 2004/2005 California State Budget Act, the Board hereby approves the award of  HHW Grants (13th Cycle) FY 2004/2005 for a total of $3,416,091 from allocated FY 2004/2005 funds to the applicants, and in the amounts indicated below, in order of ranking:
