Consideration Of The 2001/2002 Biennial Review Findings For The Source Reduction And Recycling Element And Household Hazardous Waste Element For The Following Jurisdictions (First Of Three Items): Fresno County: Clovis, Coalinga, Fowler, Orange Cove, Parlier, Reedley, Sanger; Glenn County: Glenn County Waste Management Regional Agency; Humboldt County: Blue Lake, Humboldt-Unincorporated; Imperial County: El Centro; Kern County: Kern-Unincorporated, Maricopa, Ridgecrest, Shafter, Taft, Tehachapi, Wasco; Lake County: Lakeport; Los Angeles County: Rolling Hills Estates; Modoc County: Alturas, Modoc-Unincorporated; Mono County: Mono-Unincorporated; Monterey County: Carmel-by-the-Sea, King City, Marina, Monterey, Pacific Grove, Salinas; Nevada County: Nevada City; Orange County: Fountain Valley, Placentia, Villa Park, Westminster, Yorba Linda; Riverside County: Canyon Lake; San Bernardino County: Barstow, Big Bear Lake; San Joaquin County: Lathrop; San Luis Obispo County: San Luis Obispo County Integrated Waste Management Authority; Santa Barbara County: Lompoc, Santa Barbara-Unincorporated, Santa Maria, Solvang; Santa Cruz County:  Scotts Valley, Watsonville; Shasta County: Shasta County Waste Management Agency; Siskiyou County: Siskiyou County Integrated Solid Waste Management Regional Agency; Trinity County: Trinity-Unincorporated; Yolo County: West Sacramento, Yolo-Unincorporated 

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 41825 requires the Board to review each City, County, and Regional Agency’s (jurisdiction’s) Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE) at least every two years; and

WHEREAS, by conducting the Biennial Review in accordance with Title 14 California Code of Regulations Section 18772 and the Board’s CIWMP Enforcement Policy Part II revised August 14-15, 2001 [authorized by PRC Section 41850(d)(3)], the Board determines if the jurisdiction has implemented its SRRE and HHWE programs, and if the jurisdiction is meeting the diversion requirements as specified under PRC Section 41780; and

WHEREAS, PRC Section 41787 allows the Board to grant rural jurisdictions a reduction in the diversion requirements of PRC Section 41780 if certain conditions are met, and the jurisdictions so granted a reduction listed herein have met those requirements; and

WHEREAS, based on the Biennial Review of the SRRE and HHWE for the jurisdictions listed above, Board staff found that these jurisdictions have adequately complied with the SRRE and HHWE implementation and 50 percent (or Board-approved reduced) diversion rate requirements, and recommends the Board accepts this finding.
