Consideration Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The City Of Sacramento, Sacramento County

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

The City of Sacramento (City) is amending its Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by identifying and describing the California Concrete Crushing, Inc. Facility, Grover Landscape Inc., Vernalis Facility, and the Grover Landscape Inc., Zamora Facility. The Permits and Enforcement Division may be presenting an agenda item for the proposed permits for these facilities in the future.

ITEM HISTORY

The Board approved the City’s most recent NDFE amendment on March 23, 1999.

The Board may:

1. Approve the City’s amended NDFE.

2. Disapprove the City’s amended NDFE.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Board staff recommends the Board adopt option 1: approve the City’s amended NDFE.

ANALYSIS

A.
Key Issues and Findings

1.
Background   
The City has amended its NDFE by adding three nondisposal facilities as noted:

a.
Facility type/location: The California Concrete Crushing Inc. facility is currently operating as a concrete and asphalt recycling center.  This facility, not originally listed in the City’s NDFE, plans to expand in phases to accept construction and demolition debris, as well as receiving additional inert materials for recycling.  This facility is located at 5980 Outfall Circle in the southern area of the City of Sacramento.   

Facility capacity:  The current permitted capacity is 450 tons per day (TPD) of incoming inert debris material and 450 TPD of outgoing material.  Phase 1 of this project proposes an increase of permitted incoming tonnage to 1,450 TPD, including up to 99 TPD of construction and demolition (C&D) debris.  Outgoing tonnage would be increased to 3,500 TPD.  Phase 2 proposes to increase incoming tonnage to 2,000 TPD, including up to 5000 TPD of C&D debris.  Outgoing tonnage would be increased to 5,000 TPD.  

Anticipated diversion rate: 99 percent of inert materials accepted.  70 to 80 percent recovery of mixed C&D debris.     

Participating jurisdictions:  The facility would be open to all jurisdictions within Sacramento County, as well as jurisdictions within neighboring counties.

b. Facility type/location: Grover Landscape Service, Inc., Vernalis, is a currently operating compost facility located at 3909 Gaffery Road in the City of Vernalis, San Joaquin County.  This facility was not originally listed in the City’s NDFE.  This facility became necessary for the City of Sacramento once the City’s compost facility closed.

Estimated amount of material the City will haul to this facility:  This facility, in conjunction with the composting facility described below, is not to exceed 35,000 tons of green waste accepted from the City of Sacramento.

Anticipated diversion rate: 100 percent of material will be diverted.   

c. Facility type/location: Grover Landscape Service, Inc., Zamora, is a currently operating compost facility located at 11220 County Road 94 in the City of Woodland, Yolo County.  This facility was not originally listed in the City’s NDFE.  This facility became necessary for the City of Sacramento once the City’s compost facility closed.

Estimated amount of material the City will haul to this facility:  This facility, in conjunction with the composting facility described above, is not to exceed 35,000 tons of green waste accepted from the City of Sacramento.

Anticipated diversion rate:  100 percent of materials will be diverted.
