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CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Resolution 2004-198 (Revised)
Consideration Of The Use Of Extrapolated Methodologies In New Base-Year Generation Studies

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Sections 41031, 41033, 41331, 41333 require that information submitted by a city or county to the Board on the quantities of solid waste generated, diverted, and disposed of, shall include data which is as accurate as possible, on the quantities of solid waste generated, diverted, and disposed of, to enable the board, to the maximum extent possible, to accurately measure the diversion requirements established under … subdivision (a) of Section 41780; and

WHEREAS, many jurisdictions have found their base-year solid waste generation studies to be incomplete or erroneous; and 

WHEREAS, in March 1997, the Board approved agenda item 32 that allowed jurisdictions to create a new base year; and  

WHEREAS, the Board developed the Diversion Study Guide to provide jurisdictions with tools to perform a diversion study to establish a new base year; and

WHEREAS, at the September 2000, meeting Board Members raised concerns about the use of extrapolation to estimate diversion amounts or rates and directed staff to refrain from bringing forward any requests for approval of new base-year generation studies; and 

WHEREAS, at the November 8, 2000, Board workshop the Board directed staff to form a working group to review the Diversion Study Guide and provide input to address the Board’s concerns; and

WHEREAS, at the April 2001 Board meeting, the Board approved the Diversion Study Guide and the Base-Year Modification Certification Request form and lifted the moratorium on the consideration for approval of new base-year generation studies; and

WHEREAS, the Board approved the contract concept and Scope of Work for the independent, third-party review of sampling and extrapolation methods in new base-year generation studies on May 22, 2001; and
WHEREAS, at the May 2004 Board meeting, Board members raised the question as to whether the Board should consider discontinuing the acceptance of extrapolated studies; and 

WHEREAS, based on Boardstaff analyses, there may be situations that warrant the use of extrapolation to estimate diversion from the business sector.  In cases where extrapolation study design is utilized, the jurisdiction would be expected to submit for Board review appropriate documentation related to sampling methodology, outlier analysis, etc. as specified in the Base-Year Modification Certification Request form.

WHEREAS, the Board encourages jurisdictions, before they formally make a decision to undertake the use of the extrapolation methodology for estimating diversion in the business sector, to consider the advantages and disadvantages of using this option, given the costs, expenditure of resources  and other options available, and

Whereas, the Board encourages jurisdictions to first take into consideration other diversion resources, both residential and commercial,since in some cases, this approach can be cost effective compared to investing in use of the extrapolation option; and 

WHEREAS, the Board’slocal assistance staff are available to provide technical assistance regarding the options available to them; and  

Whereas, if a jurisdiction does choose to use extrapolation for their commercial sector diversion, the jurisdiction needs to provide the Board with clear and complete data from which the Board can adequately assess the accuracy of the new base year numbers; and

 Whereas, the Board, using its base-year certification form, will completely analyze all submitted data to ensure its integrity for calculating an accurate new base-year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves that jurisdictions may continue to submit extrapolated new base-year generation studies using the Board’s Base-Year Modification Certification Request form as updated based on the recommendations outlined in Agenda Item 30 at the May 2004 Board meeting.
