Consideration Of A Revised Solid Waste Facilities Permit (Disposal Site) For The Yreka Landfill, Siskiyou County

WHEREAS,  the City of Yreka, which currently operates the Yreka Landfill, proposes to change the permitted hours of operation, the permitted daily tonnage, and the permitted acreage, and to extend the landfill closure date, increase the permitted height limit, and increase the permitted traffic volume; and

WHEREAS,  the Siskiyou County Department of Public Health, Division of Environmental Health, acting 

as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the Board for its review and concurrence with, or objection to, a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) for the Yreka Landfill; and

WHEREAS,  the LEA, acting as Lead  Agency for CEQA, certified a Final Environmental Impact Report for the proposed changes at the facility; and

WHEREAS,  Board staff have evaluated the proposed permit for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds the proposed permit is consistent with CEQA; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds the proposed permit is in conformance with the Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan; and

WHEREAS,  the proposed permit is consistent with the State Minimum Standards,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurs with the issuance of Solid Waste Facility Permit No. 47-AA-0002.
