Consideration Of Approval Of Shasta Community College As Contractor For Development Of Community College Educational Materials (FY 1999/2000 Used Oil Program Contract Concept No. O-1)

I.
SUMMARY 
This item presents staff’s recommendation for approval of award of a contract to Shasta Community College for the development of community college education materials on the subject of proper automotive waste management.  The approval of the scope of work was considered in a prior item.  Shasta Community College will complete the scope of work through this contract using instructors in science, environmental and technology programs to create curricula and materials appropriate for students and instructors.  Instructor manuals, presentation guides, and student materials will be developed for use in vocational and environmental classes at the community college level as well as high school Regional Occupation Programs.  Instructor training and materials distribution will also occur under the terms of this agreement.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff recommends Option 1:  Approve Shasta Community College as contractor for the Development of Community College Educational Materials Contract and adopt Resolution Number 2000-207.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background
The Board administers the Used Oil Recycling Program, created pursuant to the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act, for the conservation of natural resources and protection of the environment.  A critical element of the Used Oil Recycling Program is public education and outreach, mandated by Public Resources Code section 48631.  School education programs are one component of the overall public education efforts.

Staff has identified high school and junior college students as an appropriate audience for targeted outreach on proper management of used oil and other automotive wastes Staff has further identified a need for instructor and student materials on automotive waste management and recycling and pollution prevention for community college automotive programs and environmental classes.  Working with instructors from a community college, staff has developed the scope of work which outlines effective methods for the development and placement of new instructional and resource materials in these classrooms.

Key Issues
By addressing this audience, do-it-yourself auto mechanics will learn information about the proper handling, storage, disposal and recycling of automotive wastes.  It is important to include wastes other than used oil in this effort because other liquid automotive wastes can contaminate used oil.  The curriculum materials to be developed will also present information about the opportunities to reduce waste production and use less polluting and less toxic technologies.  Information from the Department of Toxic Substances Control will be included in the materials developed.

Shasta Community College has exhibited it’s commitment to environmentally progressive programs through previous contract and project work with the Board.  The success of these previous projects shows the ability of Shasta College staff to effectively and efficiently complete contract work.  Staff from the science and technology departments at Shasta College have attended Board and DTSC conferences and trainings on hazardous waste management and are well versed in pollution prevention strategies.  Additionally, Shasta College instructors have experience developing curricula and certificate programs that incorporate waste management and pollution prevention themes.

Fiscal Impacts
No fiscal impact.  The Board has approved Used Oil Contract Concept O-1.

Findings
The community college automotive technology programs train the vast majority of future and present technicians (ongoing education and certification).  Therefore, this effort will affect not only the personal practice of individuals but also the business practices of existing and future automotive service businesses where the technicians work.

Through previous agreements with the Board, Shasta College staff have shown their commitment to creating a learning atmosphere which models and teaches environmentally responsible practices.  Shasta College instructors bring to this project a unique combination of experience in pollution prevention, curricula development and contract administration with the Board.  Also benefiting this project is the collaboration between instructors in the automotive technology and science departments and support of the administration and facility staff.
