Consideration Of The Grant Awards For Senate Bill 1346 Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Grant Program For FY 2003/2004 And FY 2004/2005

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

In accordance with the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s (Board) grant award process, staff is presenting its recommendations to award grants for the Senate Bill (SB) 1346 Rubberized Asphalt Concrete (RAC) Grants for Fiscal Years (FYs) 2003/2004 and 2004/2005.  

Staff received 70 (seventy) complete and eligible applications and is recommending that the Board approve the ranking of applicants and award funds totaling $1,189,480.  Staff is also requesting approval to enter into Grant Agreements with these applicants in order of ranking.  Funding from FY 2003/2004 for this grant offering must be encumbered by June 30, 2004.
II.
ITEM HISTORY

SB 1346 (Kuehl, Statutes of 2002, Chapter 671) authorizes the Board to implement a program to award grants to cities, counties, districts, and other local government agencies for the funding of public works projects that use RAC.

At its May 13-14, 2003 meeting, the Board adopted the Five-Year Plan for Waste Tire Recycling Management Program – 2nd Edition Covering Fiscal Years 2003/04-2007/08 (Five-Year Plan).  To implement SB 1346, the Five-Year Plan allocates one million one hundred thousand dollars ($1,100,000) in funding for FY 2003/2004, one million two hundred thousand dollars ($1,200,000) in FY 2004/05.  The Board approved the eligibility criteria, evaluation process, and priority ranking categories at its September 2003 meeting.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD

The Board may decide to:

1. Approve the proposed awards and adopt Resolution Number 2004-97 to award seventy grants as follows:

a. Direct staff to enter into Grant Agreements with applicants for the SB 1346 Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Grants FYs 2003/2004 and 2004/2005 in order of ranking, until FY 2003/2004 allocated funds are exhausted; and

b. Direct staff to enter into Grant Agreements with applicants upon availabilty of FY 2004/2005 funds and solicit a second cycle of applications until allocated FY 2004/2005 funds are exhausted for this grant offering; or

2. Disapprove the proposed awards and direct staff as to further action.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the Board adopt Option 1 and adopt Resolution Number 2004-97.

V.
ANALYSIS

A.
Key Issues and Findings

1. Application Evaluation Process

· The Notice of Funds Available (NOFA) was placed on the Board’s Web site and mailed in January 2004 to over 650 interested parties statewide.  

· The application period was from January 9, 2004 to March 5, 2004.  

· The Board received 87 applications for the SB 1346 RAC Grants for FYs 2003/2004 and 2004/2005 by the March 5, 2004 deadline, totaling $1,567,759 in requested funding.

· Grants Administration Unit (GAU) entered the applications into the Grants Management System (GMS).

· GAU conducted an initial completeness review of each application.

· GAU distributed all 87 applications to the Cycle Lead.

· The Cycle Lead determined, with concurrence from the GAU, that 17 applications should be disqualified from this cycle for reasons such as project ineligibility, applicant ineligibility, or incomplete application packages.  As a result, there were 70 complete and eligible applications to rank.

· The Cycle Lead with concurrence from the GAU ranked the complete and eligible applications.

2. Ranking Results

After completing the ranking process, the Cycle Lead listed all eligible applications in descending order.  Please refer to Attachment 1 for the resulting ranking.  

3. Funding Recommendations

Staff recommends funding 70 applications based on their meeting the eligibility criteria for a total of $1,189,480.  The funding should be broken out as follows: $1,100,000 from FY 2003/2004 funds and $89,480 from FY 2004/2005 funds. Please refer to the proposed Resolution for this item (Attachment 2) for a listing of the recommended grant award recipients.
Staff also proposes that the Board direct staff to solicit applicants for this grant program based on the previously allocated FY 2004/2005 funds.  Once FY 2004/2005 funds are available (via Budget Passage), staff will enter into agreements for grants awarded via this item (as noted above) and issue a new NOFA soliciting applications for a second RAC grant cycle based on the remaining FY 2004/2005 funds.

The amount of funding allocated from the Tire Recycling Management Fund for this grant program is one million one hundred thousand dollars ($1,100,000) for FY 2003/2004 and one million two hundred thousand dollars ($1,200,000) for FY 2004/2005.

G.
Environmental Justice

Each applicant was required to certify under penalty of perjury that, if awarded a grant, it shall, in the performance of the Grant Agreement, conduct its program, policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations, and low-income populations of the State.

All grantees will be contractually required to perform their grant projects in a manner that is consistent with the principles of Environmental Justice as defined in Public Resources Code § 72000 et seq.

The award of these grants will support:

Goal 2, assisting in the creation and expansion of sustainable markets to support diversion efforts and ensure that diverted materials return to the economic mainstream and achieve Objective 2.

Objective 2 encourages the use of materials diverted from California landfills and the use of environmentally preferable practices, products, and technologies.
