Resolution 2009-80
Consideration Of The Adoption Of A Mitigated Negative Declaration (State Clearinghouse No. 2008042111) For The Infineon Raceway Tire Removal Project, Sonoma County
WHEREAS, on July 15, 2003, pursuant to its Resolution No. 2003-383 (Revised) the Board approved the removal of waste tires from the Infineon Raceway Waste Tire Site in Sonoma County, California (the Project) as eligible for a negotiated cost recovery with respect to the cost of the Board’s removal of the tires at the site, subject to the landowners fulfilling certain conditions;
WHEREAS, the owners/operators of the Infineon Raceway Waste Tire Site (Infineon) has agreed to the conditions set by the Board to be eligible for a negotiated cost recovery with respect to the cost of the Board’s removal of the tires at the site;
WHEREAS, Board staff has caused to be completed an environmental analysis and caused to be prepared an Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) evaluating the potential environmental effects of the proposed Project, , and has determined that although the proposed Project could have a significant effect on the environment, there will not be a significant effect in this case because the project was revised and mitigation measures adopted such that there is no substantial evidence that the project, as revised and mitigated, may have any significant environmental effects;

WHEREAS, the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) [PRC Sections 21000, et. seq.], and State CEQA Guidelines [Title 14, California Code of Regulations (14 CCR), Section 15074(b)] require that, prior to approval of a proposed Project, the Board, as Lead Agency, shall consider the proposed MND for the proposed Project, together with any comments received during the public review period;
WHEREAS, the Board has notified the public of its intent to adopt the (MND) by circulating the document to public agencies through the State Clearinghouse, by making the document available to the public at the Sonoma County Clerk’s Office and the Sonoma Valley Library, and by announcing its availability in one newspaper of general circulation in the area affected by the proposed Project, pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines (14 CCR Section 15072;)
WHEREAS, the MND was prepared by or under the direction of Board staff and under the general direction of the Board’s Executive Director and reflects the Board’s independent judgment and analysis;

WHEREAS, the Board has considered the MND for the Project, together with all comments on the document the Board has received, and finds that, on the basis of the whole record, there is no substantial evidence the Project may have a significant effect on the environment;
WHEREAS, the Board finds that, on the basis of the whole record, there is no potential for adverse effect, either individually or cumulatively, on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends that will occur as a result of the Project, and thereby rebuts the presumption that the Project will have such effect; and

WHEREAS, the Board as Lead Agency has prepared a Mitigation Monitoring Program for monitoring and reporting on the changes which it has either required in the project or made a condition of approval to mitigate or avoid significant environmental effects [14 CCR 15074(d)].
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board adopts the Mitigated Negative Declaration and the mitigations contained therein as a condition of approval; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board adopts the Mitigation Monitoring Program; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to prepare and submit a Notice of Determination for the Project to the State Clearinghouse for filing as required by the State CEQA Guidelines, 14 CCR 15075, and to prepare and submit to the State Clearinghouse a Certificate of Fee Exemption pursuant to Department of Fish & Game regulations, 14 CCR 753.5(c); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to file the record of the proceedings resulting in the adoption of this Mitigated Negative Declaration in the Board’s central files and to file the transcript of this hearing in the Board’s library, which record and transcript shall be available for review and copying through the Board’s custodian of records at the Board’s headquarters office in Sacramento, California.
