One service they provide to our agency is their recycling program. All our parks, some of our Open Space trail heads and field office have collection stations. Hundreds of people use these recycling stations daily. With current, reduced staffing, our agency does not have the people to collect and maintain these facilities. We rely on the Conservation Corps to do so.  We would have to eliminate the recycling collection stations at our facilities if the corps was not able to provide this critical function. This would have a great impact on the environment. If the program is eliminated, it would have a negative impact on job training for disadvantaged youth, graduation rates of these youth and above all in engaging youth in a positive activity to improving their community.
I ask that local conservation corps continue to be part of the CalRecycle Bottle bill!
