I worked on the field about a year and a half. Within a year I became a crew leader. While being a crew leader I participated in projects such as environmental work with Cal Trans. I also did environmental work for the port of Oakland, East Bay Mud, East Bay Regional Park District, and A.C.F.C. when I moved on to the Recycling side I had the opportunity to work on the sorting belt. I also had the opportunity to become an equipment operator by working the forklift and the front loader. After a few months, I got promoted to a truck driver, and that is what I’m currently doing right now. As a truck driver my job is to go from location to location and collect the recyclables.
 
       Before I came to the corps I was staying home playing video games. The main reason I joined the Corps In the first place was to get my high school diploma. Over the course of the year the Corps helped me prepare for the CAHSEE. After ten tries I passed the CAHSEE both math and English. If it wasn’t for the Corps, I wouldn’t have a job, a place to stay, a car, or anything else for that matter. I plan to do this awhile continuing college and obtaining my AA degree.
