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CalRecycle has enables Local Community Conservation Corps to grow to the great program they are today serving thousands of at-risk youth throughout the State of California. CalRecycle has also provided Local Community Conservation Corps with funding to purchase vehicles, recycling containers, and equipment. They have also funded the build-out of Local Community Conservation Corps recycling facilities including the installation of a sorting conveyer belts. It is critical Local Community Conservation Corps continue to be funded by CalRecycle otherwise they will have to make drastic cutbacks in the training and education of corpsmembers and staff form each program.
