The Corps bring so much value to their local communities and are in need of a consistent funding source that is sufficient for them to continue their work projects that benefit both the environment and our communities. Specifically in San Francisco where I live, many of the Corpsmembers who join the San Francisco Conservation Corps (SFCC) have no high school diploma or marketable job skills. Without access to opportunity, they are likely to continue down the path many of them were on prior to joining the Corps. The inevitable end of this path is incarceration, drug addition and/or worse. 

The bottle bill funding provides young women and men in our community with valuable job training, education, leadership and environmental awareness through performance of community and conservation projects. In addition, the Corps allows the Corpsmembers to earn income while providing valuable services in the community and begin their road to self-sufficiency. 

In additon to the overall benefit the Corps provides, the SFCC provides valuable recycling services for our community. They collect in hard to serve areas, such as national parks and at many special events. In fact, last year the SFCC diverted nearly 190 tons of recycling material away from special events alone! Without bottle bill funding, none of this would have been possible.

Pls ensure that bottle bill funding continues to support the Corps for many years to come!
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
