Local Conservation Corps have thousands of CRV recycling bins located inside establishments where crews, on a daily basis, collect CRV beverage containers and help educate children on the importance of recycling at hundreds of schools across the state. Within the past several years, Local Corps have constructed dedicated recycling sorting facilities to provide training for our corpsmembers. 

In order to help address the current difficulties of the state's recycling program, the Fresno LCC suggests the following:

1. Local Conservation Corps crews could be of assistance at recycling buyback centers across the state. By reducing the current restriction of a 5-mile barrier for a Local Corps to operate a recycling center, Corps would be able to operate more recycling centers, assisting the state in its fight against fraud and theft.

2. Include all ready-to-drink beverages, including wine and distilled spirits, in the state's recycling program.
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
