Now I’m a Civicorps Recycling truck driver were I was trained and received my Class B Commercial Drivers License with air brakes endorsement. I have participated in many different events around the bay area teaching and showing people how to recycle and how the program helps youth in trouble.
 Before I came to Civicorps I was recently release from jail and was not doing well, a friend told me about the program so I applied. Ever since I was accepted in the program I have stayed out of trouble earned my high school diploma and I’m currently enrolled in college. The program has taught me a lot it has showed me that there are people willing to help troubled youth that no matter what it’s never too late to get an education. It has showed me how to use tools and equipment essential for a most jobs, it has taught me to be responsible and a better father to my child. It has completely changed my life I have accomplished things I never thought I would be able to do and I have become a better person in my community because of the Corps. My future goals are to leave the program with everything it has taught me and get a good job and eventually give back to the program and community.
 I would like to ask you to keep the funding for the Conservation Corps in the bottle bill. Without these programs a lot of youth will lose the opportunity to get their education and job training skills.
