To the Request For Qualifications (RFQ)

Q1.  Question re: RFQ IWM007035 Attachment J, and Addendum 1 - Item #4 and Attachment A, Subsection F:

Addendum 1, Item 4b, Organizational Chart, can be interpreted to indicate that resumes are required only for the "Project Manager and other key personnel and subcontractors," though "other primary employees of the Proposer and any subcontractors who will, or may be, involved with the projects during the course of the Agreement" shall also be indicated in the organizational chart. The RFQ Checklist (RFQ Attachment J) also calls for "Resumes of Key Personnel." However, Attachment A - Subsection F (Personnel & Organizational Information) states that "A resume is required for each person shown on the organizational chart." 

Please clarify if resumes for all individuals listed on the organizational chart must be included with the SOQ package (as indicated in Addendum 1, Attachment A, Subsection F), or if resumes are only required for the Project Manager and other Key Personnel and Subcontractors (as indicated by Addendum 1, Item 4b, Organizational Chart and in RFQ 007035 Attachment J, Proposal Completion Checklist) as part of the SOQ submittal? 
A1.  Resumes are required for the Project Manager and other Key Personnel and Subcontractors listed on the organizational chart.
Q2.  Is the prime contractor required to possess the Hazardous Substance Removal Certification, or can that certification be held by a member of the Project Team?

A2.  The Hazardous Substance Removal Certification can be held by the prime contractor or a member of the Project Team.

Q3.  As part of our research prior to submitting, we would like to review the SOQs from the teams (both consulting and contracting) that currently have the contracts for this work.  This information is public and should be easy to arrange.

As part of this, we would also like to review the letters the contractors got from their bonding companies.  Our contractor has more than adequate bonding capacity, but the requested language for this letter in the RFQ is apparently something bonding companies will have difficulty with.  So, we need to see how it has been successfully dealt with before.

Q3A.  We request the opportunity to review document pertaining to the proposed contract and the RFQ process to select a consultant.  These documents include the following:

-          Information on the Tire Remediation Program (past and proposed as part of this contract)
The Board’s recent reorganization has consolidated cleanup programs into a Cleanup Branch including the Waste Tire Stabilization and Abatement and Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Programs.  Information regarding previously approved tire remediation projects can be found by using the search term "Waste Tire Stabilization and Abatement" on the CIWMB website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov.

-          List of known and potential projects under Contract IWM07035
This agreement is for “On-Call” services; therefore the projects will be identified in the Work Order issued.
-          Qualification submittals of the top three firms for the current Contract IWM05018

A3.
The top three submittals for contract IWM05018 - Engineering Services for the Solid Waste Cleanup Program which was awarded by the CIWMB on March 14, 2006 were Bryan A. Stirrat & Associates, Ninyo & Moore, and SCS Engineers.  We have reviewed these documents for any trade secret or confidential business information and have redacted the federal taxpayer identification numbers (Government Code 6254[i]), OSHA and Worker's Compensation information (Government Code 6276.48 and 6254.15) and have removed the sections containing Financial Information for the companies, e.g., the Notarized Statement from Financial Institution and the Audited/Reviewed Financial Statement (Government Code 6254.15).  In one case, we have removed a Confidential Litigation Summary for which confidentiality was requested by the company at the time of submittal (Government Code 6254.15, California Code of Regulations, Title 14, section 17041 et seq.).  As these documents are being posted on the Internet we have also removed individuals' signatures. Pursuant to the California Public Records Act, a copy of the current contract is posted as a link titled Miscellaneous attached to this RFQ at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Contracts.  The CIWMB will hold information deemed confidential by the contractors to the extent allowable by the California Public Records Act and the Public Contract Code.
All other terms, conditions, and requirements of this RFQ will remain the same.
