regulatory issue:  reporting by manufacturers
	I.  issue
	Statute requires that the reporting requirement for manufacturers contain the following elements:

A. Estimated number of devices sold in California in the previous year

B. Estimated amount of hazardous materials in devices manufactured by the manufacturer

C. Amount, and increase from previous year, in recycled content materials in devices sold 

D. Design for recycling efforts and plans to increase design for recycling

The CIWMB’s objective is to keep the reporting requirements simple and concise.

	II.  relevent statute
	42465.2.  (a) On or before July 1, 2005, and at least once annually thereafter as determined by the board, each manufacturer of a covered electronic device who sells those devices in this state shall do all of the following:

(1) Submit to the board a report that includes all of the following information:

(A) An estimate of the number of covered electronic devices sold by the manufacturer in the state during the previous year.

(B) A baseline or set of baselines that show the total estimated amounts of mercury, cadmium, lead, hexavalent chromium, PBDE's, and PBB's used in covered electronic devices manufactured by the manufacturer in that year and the reduction in the use of those hazardous materials from the previous year.

(C) A baseline or set of baselines that show the total estimated amount of recycled materials contained in covered electronic devices sold by the manufacturer in that year and the increase in the use of those recyclable materials from the previous year.

(D) A baseline or a set of baselines that describe any efforts to design covered electronic devices for recycling and goals and plans for further increasing design for recycling.
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	III.  approach 
	Assumptions

A. Full Report

1. No information submitted via this report will be proprietary or a “trade secret”.  Information will be general to avoid proprietary issues.

2. Submit reports electronically, and/or hard copy with an electronic version.

B. Devices Sold – 42465.2 (a)(1)(A)
1. Required to report only the devices (as defined by DTSC) sold in California.

2. Manufacturers will report on the number of units sold by “Value Added Retailers” and third party distributors of their devices.

C. Hazardous Materials – 42465.2(a)(1)(B)

1. Manufacturers will report on types hazardous materials (including alloys, compounds) containing the following hazardous materials:

a. Mercury

b. Cadmium

c. Lead

d. Hexavalent chromium

e. PBDEs

f. PBBs

2. Focus of data is on tracking amounts and the reduction in use of hazardous materials.

3. Manufacturer will report both estimated amounts and percent reduction in use.

D. Recycled Content – 42465.2.(a)(1)(C)

1. Specific materials will be identified on which manufacturers will report data (e.g., plastics, metals, others)

2. Track similar information currently documented by manufacturers using recycled content materials.
E. Design for Recycling – 42465.2.(a)(1)(D)

1. As noted previously, information will be kept general enough to avoid any proprietary information.

2. Regulations will clarify language to describe “design plans”.

	
	Advantages

A. Simplified reporting limits the amount of time manufacturers need to spend developing reports.

B. Electronic reporting allows for more efficient aggregation of data.

C. Information collected will be aggregated and made available to the public.

	
	Disadvantages
A. Provides limited evaluation possibilities
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	III.  approach  (continued)
	Description

Submit a simple report with quantitative and qualitative data in a standard format.  Report considerations include: 

A. Overall Reporting

1. What reporting period should be used (e.g., calendar year, fiscal year)?

2. What general information should manufacturers provide? (e.g., company name, contact, address, types of equipment sold)

3. Does an accurate listing of manufacturers currently exist that could be used to notify manufacturers of the reporting requirements?

B. Reporting Sales Data

1. How should sales information be reported? (e.g., segmented by product types including TVs and monitors, screen size, models)

2. What parameters should manufacturers follow to “estimate” units sold?

C. Reporting on Hazardous Materials, Recycled Content and Design for Recycling

1. Are manufacturers currently reporting information for other purposes, including:  a) recycled content, b) hazardous materials, and/or c) design for recycling?

2. How should  “manufactured” be defined?

3. How should “device” be defined (e.g., final unit/product, components)?

4. In reporting hazardous materials, what standard metric will be used by manufacturers (e.g., pounds, ounces, milligrams, other)?  Should the data be reported in total or by unit (device)?

5. Should the reporting for hazardous materials and recycled content focus only on devices sold in California?
