	I.  description
	Statute requires that the reporting requirement for manufacturers contain the following elements:

A. Estimated number of devices sold in California in the previous year

B. Estimated amount of hazardous materials in devices manufactured by the manufacturer

C. Amount, and increase from previous year, in recycled content materials in devices sold 

D. Design for recycling efforts and plans to increase design for recycling

	II.  relevent statute
	Article 4.  Manufacturer Responsibility

	
	42465.  On and after July 1, 2004, it shall be unlawful to sell a covered electronic device to a consumer in this state unless the board or department determines that the manufacturer of that covered electronic device demonstrates compliance with this chapter.

	
	42465.1.  On and after January 1, 2005, a person may not sell or offer for sale in this state a covered electronic device unless the device is labeled with the name of the manufacturer or the manufacturer's brand label, so that it is readily visible.

	
	42465.2.  (a) On or before July 1, 2005, and at least once annually thereafter as determined by the board, each manufacturer of a covered electronic device who sells those devices in this state shall do all of the following:

(1) Submit to the board a report that includes all of the following information:

(A) An estimate of the number of covered electronic devices sold by the manufacturer in the state during the previous year.

(B) A baseline or set of baselines that show the total estimated amounts of mercury, cadmium, lead, hexavalent chromium, PBDE's, and PBB's used in covered electronic devices manufactured by the manufacturer in that year and the reduction in the use of those hazardous materials from the previous year.

(C) A baseline or set of baselines that show the total estimated amount of recycled materials contained in covered electronic devices sold by the manufacturer in that year and the increase in the use of those recyclable materials from the previous year.

(D) A baseline or a set of baselines that describe any efforts to design covered electronic devices for recycling and goals and plans for further increasing design for recycling.

	III.  outline for proposed regulations
	General note:  There are two views of how manufacturer reporting must be undertaken pursuant to the statutory requirements:
1. One view is that the statute requires that each manufacturer separately and individually meet all the reporting requirements.

2. A second view is that manufacturers may report collectively through a trade association or other group, separately certify that they have met the requirements, and be subject to providing company-specific data at the discretion or order of the board.  This method of reporting does not relieve individual manufacturers of their responsibility to report.  Manufacturers who chose not to report collectively through a trade association or other group will be required to report individually as in the first method.
(A) Sales Data Reporting

1. Manufacturers shall submit a report on a calendar year basis 

2. Manufacturers’ report shall include (a) a contact name, (b) address, (c) phone number, and (d) type of equipment sold based on the three screen size categories.

3. Manufacturers may estimate sales data based on national sales and California population

Note.  The purpose of collecting this data is to:

· Corroborate sales data with fee collection data to validate that and appropriate fee amount 
was paid to Board of Equalization.

· Estimate future annual generation of CEWs (Covered Electronics Wastes) help plan for infrastructure development, and adjust fee and recycling payment levels.
(B) Hazardous Materials Reporting

Purpose:  To obtain data on the total hazardous materials in CEWs sold in California.

1. Manufacturers will report hazardous materials amounts based on the three screen size categories.

2. Manufacturers will report grams per covered devices, based on the three screen size categories.

3. Report based on sales in California – use the sales data reported in (A) to calculate.

4. Includes compounds and alloys of the six listed hazardous materials.

5. Manufacturers must report on hazardous materials in component parts.  

6. Considering the option to report a design specification for a maximum level of hazardous materials in the manufacturer’s products – both for purchased components and manufacturer-produced components.

Note.

· Need to include parameters on “estimating” hazardous materials.

· Need to define in the regulations what PBDEs and PBBs are since the definitions are not included in the statute.



	
	(C) Recycled Content Reporting

1. Need to define “recycled materials”

· Option 1:  Focus on plastic, glass and steel

· Option 2:  Report any recycled content materials.

· Option 3:  Report the percent by weight of recycled content materials, regardless of the material. 

· Option 4:  Report a design specification for amount of recycled content materials in both

(D) Design for Recycling Reporting

· No need to report based on screen size.
· Provide a narrative about their design for recycling efforts.
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
