proposed regulations:
protection of proprietary information submittted by manufacturers
	I.  description
	SB 20 requires “each manufacturer” to report annually, for all covered electronic devices, sales data, and baselines for certain hazardous constituents, recycled materials and recycling and design efforts.  The law also requires the board to protect any of this information, which is proprietary in nature or a trade secret.

	II.  relevent statute
	42465.2. (a) On or before July 1, 2005, and at least once annually thereafter as determined by the board, each manufacturer of a covered electronic device who sells those devices in this state shall do all of the following:

(1) Submit to the board a report that includes all of the following information:

…

(b) Any information submitted to the board pursuant to subdivision

(a) that is proprietary in nature or a trade secret shall be subject to protection under state laws and regulations governing that information.

	
	42475. …

(c) The board shall adopt regulations pursuant to Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code that ensure the protection of any proprietary information submitted to the board by a manufacturer of covered electronic devices.

	III.  outline for proposed regulations
	A. Each manufacturer shall, at the time of the submission of the information required to be reported, identify those specific portions of the information which the manufacturer wishes to be considered confidential, proprietary or a trade secret, and provide the name, address and phone number of an individual to be contacted by the Board, in the event of a request for disclosure, consistent with the existing procedures in Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR) Section 17044 and 17045.

B. The procedures for the Board’s responding to any request for disclosure of such information will follow the procedures of existing regulations at 14 CCR 17041 et seq., and 14 CCR 17046 specifically.
