Sample Advertisement

Below is an example of an advertisement for a construction project that includes the State of California’s intent to incorporate sustainable building practices (see highlighted text).

AD NUMBER ______…. BLOCKS 171-174 OFFICE BUILDINGS…. DEPARTMENT OF GENERAL SERVICES, CAPITOL AREA EAST END COMPLEX, SACRAMENTO, SACRAMENTO COUNTY, CALIFORNIA.  The Department of General Services (DGS), Real Estate Services Division - Project Management Branch (RESD/PMB) requests interested Design-Builders to submit an Application for Prequalification to complete the design and construct the CAPITOL AREA EAST END COMPLEX, BLOCKS 171-174 OFFICE BUILDINGS, SACRAMENTO, CALIFORNIA, (WORK ORDER NUMBER:  105171).  The Capitol Area East End Complex is located in downtown Sacramento east of the State Capitol Building and Capitol Park.  The proposed project consists of four (4) new six to seven story office buildings located on Blocks 171-174.  The office buildings are expected to be approximately 1,075,000 gross square feet, including approximately 843,000 square feet of office space, with one level of below-grade parking connecting Blocks 171 and 172 for a total of approximately 360 vehicle stalls and one level of below-grade parking connecting Blocks 173 and 174 and five levels of above-grade parking on Block 173 for approximately 1,025 vehicle stalls.  The office buildings will accommodate approximately 12,500 square feet of commercial/retail space along 17th Street on Blocks 173 and 174, a 300-seat auditorium on Block 172, and a mechanical plant at the corner of 17th and L Streets on Block 173.  The RESD/PMB of the DGS is using a modified “Design-Build” method of project delivery for the Blocks 171-174 Office Buildings.  The State is utilizing a Best Value design-build procurement method whereby the State will establish a stipulated fixed price in the amount of $_________, for the design-build contact.  RESD/PMB has retained the services of an Architectural and Engineering consultant (Master Architect, Johnson Fain Partners) and a Construction Management Consultant (Project Consultant, 3D/International) to assist in the preparation of the Request for Proposal (RFP).  The RESD/PMB will use this proposal package to request proposals from the top three prequalified Design-Builders.  It is the State’s intent to design and build a high quality office complex that will use state-of-the-art energy efficiency features and sustainable building design practices.  It is intended that the building design exceed the requirements of California’s Title 24 Nonresidential Building Efficiency Standards and meet and exceed the requirements in energy efficiency, recycling, indoor air quality, and alternative energy systems.  Each Design-Builder responding to the Application for Prequalification must include at a minimum an appropriately licensed general contractor and an architect, mechanical, structural, and electrical engineers licensed to practice in California.  In addition, list other firms, such as the proposed developer, construction manager, landscape architect, parking consultant, interior designer or architect, and energy efficiency and sustainable design consultant.  The award is currently scheduled for November 1999.  A MANDATORY briefing conference is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. PST, Monday, May 12, 1999, in the first floor auditorium of the 400 R Street, Sacramento, CA.  This conference is intended to review the prequalification process and submittal requirements, general project scope, the State’s Disabled Veteran’s Business Enterprise (DVBE) program goals and requirements, and qualification evaluation criteria.
